STATUS OF 
EVANGELISTS

Discussed at the General Assembly 
This Morning.

West Wants Representation on 
Home Mission Committee.

Interesting Side Lights of the 
Presbyterian Parliament.

At the General Assembly this morning 
a lively discussion took place on the 
status which the minster-evangelists are 
to hold. Dr. Sedgwick understood that 
if they were to be ordained it would in­
troduce a new order into the ministry.
To this he strongly objected, claiming 
that all ministers should be on an equal­
ity. Dr. Campbell urged that the mat­
ter should be referred to a committee, 
which was carried.

Rev. Dr. McLeod, Barrie, deplored that 
men in the ministry should be driven to 
invest in stocks, trade horses, etc., to 
get something for old age.

On the provision for travelling ex­
penses to the Assembly, Dr. Patrick, of 
Winnipeg, urged that this expense 
should not fall on the individual com­
missioners. The present arrangement 
accounted for the small attendance at 
the court.

WEST WANTS REPRESENTATION. 
There was a brisk discussion regarding 

having more men from the west on the 
Home Mission Committee. It was 
thought that the expense was too great 
to have many. Dr Baird, of Winnipeg, 
as a western man, said that the west 
had never suffered in any way. The 
motion that Professor Fleming, of Win­
nipeg, be placed on the Home Mission 
Committee was carried.

QUITE QUIET.

Child Taken From Her and a 
Warning Given.

Toronto Man Who Did Not Re­
spond Fined $50.

Another of the Mulhollands in 
This Morning.

Mrs. John Oilman, 31 New street, who 
was locked up over night by order of 
Magistrate Jelfs because she raised 
such a row in the Police Court yester­
day morning, was as quiet as a lamb 
when she stepped before his Worship 
this morning. The charge of ill-treating 
her child was proved, and the child will 
be taken away from her and put in the 
care, of the. Children’s Aid Society. 
Neighbors were unanimous in saying 
that the defendant was guilty. P. G. 
Hay said it was reported to him on Sun. 
day night that Mrs. Oilman had refused 
to let the child in the house, and he 
went there to investigate. XVhen he 
arrived there was no sign of the little 
girl, and the front door was open. He 
knocked, but as no one answered his call 
he walked inside. He got as far as the 
kitchen, when the defendant shoved her 
head out of a bedroom door, and wanted 
to know his business ■ there. He asked 
her about the child, and Mrs. Oilman 
itplietl that she was all right. He in­
sisted on knowing where she was, and 
the defendant started to hunt under 
tables and chairs for the little girl. Fin­
ally they found her lying in a little 
camp cot in a room. The witness said 
h«’, had also heard that there was a man 
in the house who did not belong there, 
but when lie asked Mrs. Oilman about 
it she said that, she was alone. He did 
not believe her. and entered her bed­
room, where he found a man in bed, con­
siderably under the influence of liquor.

Mrs. Allan, living nearby, told the 
court a week ago last Monday night she 
saw a crowd standing in the road in 
front of Mrs. Oilman's house talking 
about the way a little girl was being 
ill-treated, l.ater in the night Mrs. Oil­
man put her head out. of one of the 
front windows, and used the worst lang 
uage she had ever heard to the neigh 
bors for interfering in her affairs. Last

Ratepayers Find Out Things When Too Late 
—Can Hamilton Afford $750,000 ?

the streets of tramp dogs, there is talk 
of an agitation against cats. Since the 
dogs have been removed the cats have 
become bolder, and instead of parading 
around on the top of fences, now they 
roam around the streets. “They get in 
a flower bed and fight and do more 
damage in a minute than a dog does in 
a year,” said a man who was making a 
complaint at the City Hall to-day.

The joy in London and other towns 
over Hamilton jumping into the Hydro- 
Electric scheme and cutting down the 
cost of power for them appears to be 
a little premature. In the opinion of 
the aldermen the ratepayers will get 
cold feet when it comes to the final 
plunge, and they are confronted with a 
proposition to spend three-quarters of a 
million dollars. This is a point in con­
nection with the power controversy that 
the Hydro advocates have managed to 
keep pretty well in the dark. They 
have denied that it will cost anything 
like half a million dollars to instal a 
system for distributing power for house 
lighting and private use. The city en­
gineer's department will shortly prepare 
the estimates, and the public will be 
furnished with the details. That a great 
many of the voters did not understand 
the question thorotiglily is evident from 
experiences that different members of 
the Council have had since Monday. A 
prominent business man, who gloried in 
the defeat of the Cataract contract and 
admitted that he cast five votes against 
it. largely through personal feeling 
against the company, received a shock 
when informed that the $225,000 the
people authorized the Council to raise looking up new industries for Hamilton!

FOR 40 YEARS

Dr. G. L. MacKelcan Died 
To-day After Long Illness.

One of Hamilton’s oldest professional 
men, and a former citizen who took a 
lively interest in all that pertained to 
the city. Dr. George L. MacKelcan, died 
at his home, 110 Catharine street north. 
Deceased was a son of the late Dr. John 
MacKelcan, who practised here many 
years ago. He was bom in Guelph, and 
had reached the age of 74 years. He 
practised in Hamilton for over forty 
years," and was, for a number of years, 
President of the Hamilton Medical Asso­
ciation. He retired from active life 
about five years ago, and had been ill 
for four years. Deceased is survived by 
a family of five, one son and four daugh­
ters. The son is Rev. G. F. A. MacKel­
can, of Detroit, and the daughters Mrs. 
Thomas Dallas, of Vermont, Alta.; Mrs. 
J. W. Cockburn. of Dundas, and Misses 
E. A. and Theodora, at home. He was 
brother of the late Mr. Frank MacKel­
can, K. C., for many years City Solicitor. 
He ’ had been a lifelong member of 
Christ’s Church Cathedral, and was, for 

long time, physician for the Grand 
Trunk Railway here. He was a man of 
very strong Individuality, sterling in­
ter gity, and was one of the foremost in 
his profession in his day.
