Mr. Stewart's one ambition 
was to leave the concern in such shape 
that it would be sure to grow and 
flourish and leave a lasting monument 
lo his mercantile genuis. 1 hariy be 
lieve it would have been possible for 
him to die, could lie have foreseen 
what was. to happen. The business 
has perished iu six years.

Ex-Govenor Moses, of South Caro­
lina, who a lew days ago was arrested 
and arranged iu the Tombs for stealing 
an overcoat and other small articles ol 
apparel.

There is a flaw in the title to the deed 
aud it is said to Vorry the General 
very much, as he believed that he was 
settled for life. Grant begins to loom 
up as an owner of vast horses. It is 
a common sight to see him late in the 
afternobu, skimming up the road in a 
little feather-weight waggon, putting 
a new horse through his paces or ex­
tending the legs of an old fa orite. 
rle looks very little like an ex-Presc­
ient tiieu. fie Wears a rusty old 
coat and a hat drawn down over his 
ayus, and he sits like a round should­
ered old horseman. Me has no longer 
the military beating by which he was 
tie was ouce distinguished, and is rather 
shabby in the matter of dress. His 
time is spent with financial men alto­
gether now. He goes down to Wall 
Street early in the morning aud re« 
mains until tne tick of the bell. He 
is so muck engrossed in money making 
that he has refused an invitation foi 
Newport and will spend the summer at 
his son, U. S.Grant’s place, in West­
chester county, so as he can reach the 
elevated railroad every day and get 
down to his beloved Wall street early 
in the day. Col. Fred Grant is also 
coming out as a heavy financier, aud 
U.S.G., jr., is doing some very con­
siderable money making in a quiet 
but persistent way. It is not at all 
improbable but that the Grant family 
will rank amongst the wealthy ones of 
New York in twenty years or less.

Senator Fair of Nevada, who is on 
a brief visit to this city, regards the 
passage of the new Chinese bill as the 
Ibreruuner of renewed prosperity for
