BAYFIELD HARBOR,

Bayfield harbor has bven thoroughly
surveyed and exsmined. It has been on
more than one occasion broaght under
the notice of the Department, notably
in the report of the Engmneer-in-Chief,
dated the 7t May, 1872. The strick-

ng feature of the harbor is the failure
ot the erib werk, censtructed in 1833
4, and heuce the friitless expenditure
f $20,000, which has caused mueb ill-
feeling, The River Bayfield has its eut-
let at this spotpand it is charged with
much alfavial and gravely matter,
which is earried tothe lake when the

irrent4s steong. When the latter is
wiguid, the matter heldin suspension
becomes precipitated, accordingly the
larbor has become very shallow. It
was reported in January of this year,
that the autamn and winter freshets
had entirely cleared away this deposit.
\n exaniination was made 1nto this mat-
ter, and it was found in no way to be
the case the depths remaining the same,
If measures could be taken to accelerate
the motion of the current, it is not im-
possible that the deposits might be much
lessened, but their total aveidance can
scarcely be hoped for. While the south-
ern pisr is utterly valueless, the north-
ern pier is in good preservation. A
harbor could be furmed, generally of
nwne feed, with the depthof 11 feet 5
inclies at the eutrance, without very
heavy expenditure. Itis proposed to
extend the northorn pier 50 feet, with
an arm to the south-west of 200 feet.
I'he south pier being ig the worst pos-
sible condition, it is proposed to con.
struct o new pier 30 feet wide to the
north ofit, Starting from the shore line
1t will run a dsitance of 150 feet ina
north westerly direction, and theuce
run generally parallel to the upper por-
tion of the north pier, a distance of 591

it, being at its termioation 140 feet
from it. The harbor will require to be
dredged to the depth required, to
the shore line. Thus the inner portion
f the harbor will remain untouched till
yme future oceasion. The cost of these
works i1s estimated at 46,000, of which
£10,000 will be paid by the towuship of
Stanley. The design having been ap
proved of, tenders for the work have
been let,
PORT ALBERT.

Port Albert 1s about 11 miles north of
Goderich, and at the foot of the Nine-
Mile Creek. A amall pier has been con-
structed at whizh vessels can load. The
sun of £6,000 was appropriated at the
seasion of 1873 to the improvement of
the harbor. Similar difficulties are to
be found here aa at the discharge of
ofher rivers, a deposit being cast up by
the lake, aud removed by the winter or
spring freshets. It is considered that a
