A NEVADA EDITOR
SHOOTS A MINER.______ i

Goldfield, Nev., Dee. 15.—Francis L. 
Burton was shot and killed at a mine 
yesterday at noon by J. Holmam-Iluck 
editor of the Western .Nevada Miner.
