JL cation is Pressing itself upon the attention 
of commercial circles more and more every day, 
and its advantages are perhaps more emphatically 
shown by nothing more than by the vantage 
ground on which it places the fully trained clerk 
above the imperfectly tralhed one, when looking 
for a situation.

In our report of the St. Andrew’s celebra­
tion here on Friday night, we omitted to 
mention that Mr Macdonald, the Luck­
now piper, was present, and during the 
evening played several marches, strath­
speys, and reels, in a spirited manner.

Almost a Fire.—The Fergus Record 
says : On Sunday evening, last St. An­
drew’s church in this place had a very 
narrow escape from total destruction by 
fire.

S3-S-Ë BY telegraph
time to pay a direct tax to the Govern­
ment of $2,000 to $5,000 more for the 
privilège of educating the people, is rather 
too much of a good thing, and we are 
Very much surprised that the Government 
would attempt to inaugurate such an un­
wise, unjust and impracticable system.
It is to be hoped the Postmaster-General 
will yield to the wishes of those most di­
rectly interested, and strike out this 
objectionable clause. Far better do this 
than push it to a vote, for we feel assured, 
if the House is divided on this question, a 
majority will be found to oppose it.

Death of Mr. Henry Izard.—Mr. 
Henry Izard for many years an operator 
in the service of the Montreal Telegraph 
Company, and manager of the Provincial 
Company died on Thursday at Wood- 
stock. Hie mother and his younger 
brothers and sisters were dependent upon 
him, and Mr. Dwight, superintendent of 
the company, acts upon tne impulse of a 
kind heart in informing the operators on 
the line of this circumstance, and in of­
fering to transmit whatever might be 
sent him in the wav of assistance to the 
bereaved. The deceased was highly 
respected by all who had the pleasure of 
his acquaintance, and was a general 
favorite.

The Postal Bill.
It is seldom that the press of Canada ie 

unanimous on any subject, but on the 
proposed new Postal Bill, we find not a 
single journal Reform or Conservative, 
Confederate or Anti-confederate but in­
veighs against it in unmeasured terms, so 
far as it takes to do with the postage on 
newspapers. And no wonder. Canadian 
legislators seem to be imbued with a 
desire to complicate everything they put 
their hands to, and to insert a wheel 
within a wheel on every possible occasion. 
Well, we shall probably discover now 
what power the press really possesses, for 
it has made a bold and combined effort to 
prevent the passage of an obnoxious law, 
and it will be interesting to know how it 
shall succeed. In the editorial corres­
pondence of the Hamilton Spectator we 
find the following unapologetic condem 
nation oT the Bill as it stands at present :— 
But the seriously objectionable feature in 
this Bill is that it throws the payment of 
the postage upon the publisher instead of 
upon the subscriber, and does it without 
even the semblance of an argument to 
justify the change. There are so many 
practical difficulties in the way of this 
system, apart altogether from its gross 
injustice to the publishers of Canada, that 
I cannot think it has ever been seriously 
considered by the Postmaster-General or 
officers of his Department. One objection 
to it alone, is fatal to its practical work­
ing, and that relates to the difficulty of 
collecting the actual amount due at the 
office of mailing. Those familiar with 
newspaper business know that the circu­
lation is a constantly varying one, and 
this will involve in the case of a weekly 
publication, the necessity of counting the 
papers every week. I have understood 
that the suggestion has been made that 
the bundles might be weighed, and the 
postage charged on the weight. The 
suggestion of such a mode of collecting 
postage on papers shows how little the 
subject has been considered at all. The 
weight of paper on which different news 
lapere are printed varies in weight at 
lifferent times. So that it. would be utter­

ly impossible to collect the postage on the 
number of papers by weighing them. 
The alteration, therefore, is impracticable, 
except at an increased cost of mailing for 
the publisher, and an increased cost for 
counting and delay in mailing by the 
department.

It Is true that we are told to collect the 
amount from the subscribers, and the 
work which it is complained entails great 
trouble upon these three or four hundred 
people, is cavalierly placed upon one. 
But it is unfortunately too true that the 
people of Canada are not yet sufficiently 
educated up to the advance principle of 
payment ; and that large numbers of sub­
scribers never pay for their papers at all, 
and a still larger number allow their 
subscriptions to run two or three years 
without payment. The law proposes that 
upon these papers, the publisher shall pay 
the postage, and thus lose that as well as 
the loss Which he already sustains in the 
loss of paymént for his paper. But this 
is not tne worst of it. The distributing 
officer must also be paid something for 
distributing ; and I notice that the terms 
of the Bill indicate that salaries are to be 
paid to all postmasters hereafter instead 
of a percentage on the business done as 
heretofore. If that is done, and this new 
fangled notion with regard to newspaper 
postage suggests that it may be done, the 
public may rely upon it that this system 
will not simply result in a cruel and ut­
terly unwarrantable tax upon the publish­
ers of the country, but that It will result 
as well in an enormous increase in the 
cost of the Department, an increase that 
will more than swallow all the money 
that will be realized from this injurious 
newspaper fax.

In An editorial on the same subject the 
Belldville Intelligencer says It is diffi­
cult to charge and collect sufficient to 
cover the bare cost of the raw material, 
and to attempt , to add to this in the shape 
proposed is monstrously absurd. If tbe 
cash system were established, the case 
might be different. But the country is 
not old enough to carry out this system 
in the newspaper business, any more than 
it is in any other branch of business, and 
to ask newspaper publishers to agree to 
the proposed system is simply asking 
what one-half of them are unable to con­
form to. ,It is bad enough, in all

The Intercolonial Railway.
The following is the text of the resolu­
tions which Sir JohiÿA. Macdonald this 
(Monday) evening veil move the House 
into a committee of {he whole to consi­
der :—

1. That for the purpose of constructing 
a railway connecting the port of Riverie 
du Loup, in the Prçvinceof Quebec, with 
the line of railway lading from the city 
of Halifax in the Province of Nova Scotia, 
at or near the town of Truro, it is ex­
pedient to raise and appropriate by loan 
a sum not exceeding three million pounds 
sterling, bearing interest at a rate not ex­
ceeding four per centum per annum, upon 
the gurantee of the pavment of the in­
terest of such loan by the commissioners 
of her Majesty’s treasury, under the pro­
visions of the Canada railway loan act, 
1866.

2. That it is expedient to charge the 
consolidated revenue of Canada, with the 
principal and interest of the loan im­
mediately after the charges specifically 
made thereon by sections one hundred 
and three, one hundred and four and one 
hundred and five, of the British North 
America act, 1867.

8. That it is expedient to provide for the 
payment by the Government of Canada 
by way of sinking fund of an annual sum 
at the rate of one per centum per annum, 
on the entire amount of principal money 
whereon interest is guaranteed, to be 
remitted the commissioners of Her 
Majesty’s treasury by equal halfyearly 
payments in such manner as they may 
from time to time direct, and to be in­
vested and accumulated under their direc­
tion in the name of four trustees, nominat­
ed from time to time, two by the commis­
sioners of Her Majesty's treasury and two 
by the Government of Canada, such sink­
ing fund and its accumulations to be in­
vested in securities of the provinces of 
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns­
wick, issued before the Union of Canada, 
or at the option of the Government of 
Canada, in such other securities as may 
be proposed by that Government and ap­
proved by the commissioners of Her Ma­
jesty’s treasury in discharge of principal 
money whereon interest is guaranteed.

4. That it is expedient to charge the 
consolidated revenue fund of Canada with 
the amount of the sinking fund immedi­
ately after the principal and interest of 
the loan.

5. That It is expedient to charge the 
consolidated revenue fund of Canada with 
any sum issued out of the consolidated 
revenue fund of the United Kingdom un­
der the Canada railway loan act, 186', 
with interest thereon at. the rate of five 
per centum per annum, immediately after 
the sinking fund.

6. That it is expedient to continue the 
sinking fund until all principal and in­
terest of the loan, and all sums issued 
out/of the consolidated hind of the United 
Kingdom under the Canada railway loan 
act 1867, and all interest thereon are fully 
discharged, or until the sinking fund and 
its accumulations are adequate to dis­
charge so much thereof as remains un­
discharged.

7 That it is expedient that the gov­
ernment of Canada be empowered to 
raise, by loan, for the completion of the 
railway, a further sum not exceeding one 
million pounds sterling (without guran­
tee by the commissioners of Her Majesty’s 
treasury) and that the consolidated re 
venue fund of Canada be charged with 
the money so raised and interest, immedi­
ately after the chargee made thereon in 
pursuance of the foregoing resolutions.

8. That it is expedient to provide that 
separate accounts of the monies raised 
under the foregoing resolutions be kept 
by the Receiver General, and that all 
sums required for the construction of the 
rail way,and the carrying out the purposes 
of the act authorizing such construction, 
shall be paid out of such monies, and not 
out of any other fund—except that the 
Govemoc in Council may authorize the 
advance out of the consolidated revenue 
fund, of such sums as it may be necessary 
to expend for the purposes aforesaid, be 
fore the said loans can be raised ; jjuch 
sums to be repaid to, the consolidated re­
venue fund.out of the loans.

The question be­
tween the Holy Father and Italy was one 
of distrust, and the object of the general 
European Conference proposed by the 
Emperor was to remove this distrust.

Berlin, Dec. 1—The Prussian Govern- ' 
ment, through its postal department, has 
signed a new contract with the Hamburg 
and American steam packet company and 
the North German Lloyd’s steamships, 
for the regular mail service from Ham­
burg and Bremen to New York. By the 
terms of the contract many additional fa­
cilities are given to the public, and »pe- 
cial'provision is made for transmission of 
samples of merchandise by mail.

Lisbon, Dec. 1—The mail steamer from 
Brazil has arrived. Last news received 
at Rio Janiero from the seat of war on 
the Parana, was exciting. The allied 
cavalry had made an attack on the Para­
guayan fore», Licli the Brazilians claim 
to have resulted in a complete victory for 
the alii». The Brazilian reports of the 
fight Bay Lopez lost 1000 killed and 200 
prisoners, while the lews of the Alii» was 
only 80 killed.

Manchester, Dec. 1—To-day the obse­
quies of Allen, Gould and Larkin were 
observed here with much solemnity by 
the Irish inhabitants. A funeral proces­
sion paraded the streets ahd a meeting was 
held. No attempt was made by the au­
thoriti» to interfere with the proceeding» 
and no disturbance whatever occurred.
