"While it “has been generally con-
ceded that Germany has the greatest
army in the world, critics of late have
been pointing out some very serious |
flaws in it. Not long ago an expert
c¢ondémned the whole German mili-
tary systém on the ground that it
was suited for war as practised a
hundred years ago, but not suited for
modern conditions where the intelli-
gence and .inittative of soldiers are
likely to be of more advantage to
their counfry -than perfeé ,tion in drilk
and dogged obedience to orders. The
German “system reduces the  soldier
to. the rank of a cog in a machine. 1t
forbjds him to think for himself.' Of
courde if he were pitted against an
efiemy that was equally incapable of
independent thought this would not
be serious, but if he were fighting
against 4 foe equally brave, but more
capable of adapting himself to cir-
cumstances, the German soldier might
not do sa well as his country ex-
pécted.
