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COUNCIL, BAND, FIREMEN.

The action of our mayor and some
members of the council in ‘‘turniog
down” the fircmen and the band in
such an arbitrary, uncalled for and
short righted manner at their meeting
on Monday night last, should receive,
and we believe will receive the most
indignant censure of every citizen of
Aylmer when they know and realize
the situation fully. The question and
the whole circumstances counected
with it, would require more space to
explain fully than we can give in this
week’s issue, but we invite or chal-
lenge the mayor or any member cf
the council to discuss the matter fully
through the columns of the ExrrEss,
or if they prefer, on the public plat-
form, at a public meeting called for
the purpose, at any time to suit their
convenience, and we promise to show
them where they are at, or take a big
set back from the public ourselves for

our trouble. The antagonism of the
mayor and some members of the pres—
ent counci) towards the band particu-
larly, has been quistly developing for
some time, but has not shown itself in
a public manner before, and conse-
quently was not a desirable matter for
public criticism. Now, however,
public action has been taken and they
have expressed themselves publicly,
snubbed the band deliberately, and
ignored the firemen with a degree of
contempt, worthy of liitle gods, and
it is a proper subj:ct for public dis-
eussion, Ifitis a question of fight
between the hand and firemen, and
the mayor and some members of the
council, the quicker the gcrap begius
the better. The band and firemen
don’t want to fight, but ‘“‘by jingo, if
they do, they’'ve got the
they've got the saund, if not the
money, too.” Up to the present time it
has been all one sided. It will not
be that way from now until the wiod
up. One cause of complaint on the
part of the mayor and some members
of the council is that the name of the
band should be changed from. the ‘I,
OO F. band of Aylmer,” to *‘The
Aylmer band,” and that they should
be under the full control of the coun
eil, if they draw any grant. That
proposition looks well,and is all right,
under certain conditions, but undor
exactly these conditions the band
went down to almost nothing a few
years ago,and were in debt over $400.
The council would not and did not
help them out. At the re
quest of the band the Oddfellows
came to the rescue,and by their moral
support and advice in business mat-
ters, without advaucing any moaey,
helped the band to pay the debt, buy
new instruments and new suits, and
the baud to-day is in a good financial
position, and the best conditions other-
wise that it has ever been in. It has
not been a source ot income to the
lodge in any way, and we have no
hesitation ia saying that the Oddfel-
lows, having accomplished their ob-
ject and put the band on its feet, will
be willing to renouuncs the name and
all responsibility at any time when a
guarantee or provision is made, where-
by the band is assured of as good
support and backing as they have at

men,

present. The people of Aylmer are
more anxious to have a good band
than they are to have any certain

name, or any certain men managing
it. A few persons have tdied to work
up a jealousy among the other lodges
but with very little success, Such
action is almost ecriminal, in view of
the good fellowship now existing be

tween all the lodges in Aylmer, and
the unselfish and generous manner in
which the 1 0.0.F. have done the
work undertaken. We believe that
every lodge in Aylmer, if the question
were put to them, would vote to
leave the name as it is and the man
agemeunt as it is. They are all of
them too big and strong,too independ-
ent and toe liberal minded in the
principles they inculcate to stoop to
such petty work and jealousy, just
as the Oddfellows are big and strong
enough to step aside if any good reason
is given.  Any other action on the
part of any lodge would show a weak

ness that would sink that lodge 1n the
estimation of the public, just as the
same petty action on the part of our
mayor and council belittles them in the
eyes of thc.publlc. We would like to
have the mayor or some other mem-
ber of the conncil tell us why they
refused to invite or instruct the band
for Civic holiday. Was it in order to
have an excuse for refusing the an-
nual grant this winter? Was it a
slap at the firemen or the band, over
the result of the 24th of May demon-
stration ? If neither of these, what
was it 7 We have heard no explana-

tion that does not sound too silly and
childish for us to believe it would be
made by any intelligent person., If
the mayor and his backers in this
matter want the name of the band
changed or are down on the band over
their share received out of the 24th of
May demonstration why don't they
say 60 in a manly, open manner and
not resort to school boy tricks, such as
threats to keep them out of their
grant, or refusal to extend the ordin-
ary courtesy of an invitation to attend
the excursion on Civic holiday. In
regard to the 24th of May business all
we have to say at present is, that not
one cent of the money received that
day went into the pocket of any mem-
ber of the band, but every cent of it
was practically paid into the town
treasury, as it went to pay for the new
suits, which, with instruments, band
room, etc., amounting to over $1,000
in value, belong to the town. These
columns are open for any reply that
may be made, and we hope it will be
taken up and discussed thoroughly,
as it is a matter of public interest,and
every citizen has a right to know just
where each member of the council
stands. We are sorry to have to
criticize the actions of mayor and
council in this way and we shall be
still more sorry if they force us to
continue ivt. All the band wants and
all the firemen want is to bs treated
fairly and openly in a friendly spirit
as though they were somebody, not
to be ignored and snubbed, ar
though they were mere puppets,
whose only value in life was to Lob
up and bew every time the mayor
and council appeared in public. We
have no hard feelings against any
of them, personally, and anything
we have said or may say or do in
the future will be in reference to
their actions as public servants, not
bosses, and for what we believe to be
in the best interests of the general
public.

SUGAR BEET.

A Freemont, Ohio, News scribe on
Sunday visited one of the finest sugar
beet fields in the county, and probably
the largest. It is located on the
Charles E. Waggoner farm, six miles
west of Fremont on the pike. There
are 80 acres containing nothing but
beets and the sight of the growing
vegetable 1n one solid stretch, runn-
ing a mile back from the pike, is,
indeed, a beautiful and wonderful
spectacle, especially to those who have
never seen a field of the growing
beets .

As before stated, this farm was
rented to the Fremont Sugar Beet Co.
The gentlemen secured the services
of Mr. Woodhouse, & practical beet
grower from Utah, to superintend
the growing of the beets,
well pleased with the work done by

Mr. Woodhouse
says he never saw a finer fleld of

beets.

It required 1,200 pounds of seed to
plant the farm, and from the time the
first seed was placed in the rich black
soil the beets have grown briskly until
now, and beets weighing from three
to tour pounds cau be found in large
quantities. The pretty green tops,
gracefully waving in the air, look
more like & well kept lawn than a beet
patch. The Fremont Beet Co. has
already expended more than $2,000
in caring for the crop, but they expect
to realizs handsomely from the exper-
iment,
