PARNELL AND MRS. O’SHEA.
They Cannot Marry Without the Cap­

tain’s Consent.
New YORK, Dec. 4. —Quite a number of 

public men in this city during the past 
week allowed themselves to express the 
opinion that were Mr. Parnell to make the 
only reparation left in his power by marry­
ing the divorced wife of his former friend, 
Mr. Gladstone and John Morley, together 
witii his colleagues of the Irish Parlia­
mentary party, might be induced to over­
look the position in which he has placed him- 
self and to continue to recognize him as the 
leader of the Irish people. Those who take 
this view, however, are altogether ignorant 
of the procedure in English divorce courts. 
A prominent English lawyer now visiting 
this city said to-day that even were Mr. 
Parnell inclined to adopt the suggestion, 
there is an insurmountable barrier in the 
way. In the tirat place, six monthe must 
elapse under the English law before the 
decree granted to Capt. O’Shea can be made 
absolute, while in the meantime neither the 
Captain or his ex-wife can marry again. 
Not only this, however, but the motion to 
make the decree absolute must be initiated 
by Capt. O'Shea himself. If, therefore, the 
latter has no desire or inclination to involve 
himself in another matrimonial entangle­
ment and is equally determined that hie ex- 
wife shall not be given an opportunity to 
marry her paramour, he can accomplish hie 
end by allowing the decree to remain in its 
present condition, what is known as a de­
cree "nisi." This would have the effect of 
preventing his ex-wife from ever marrying 
again, and were she to become Mrs. Parnell 
in any other part of the world she would 
be liable to prosecution for unlawful cohabi­
tation should she return within the jurisdic- 
lion of the English courts. It will there­
fore be seen that so far as their domestic 
affairs arc concerned, both Parnell and Mrs. 
O’Shea are absolutely at Capt. O’Shea's 
mercy.

old man lay in his bed, looking calm and 
peaceful, and apparently resigned to meet 
the grim enemy advancing to claim him for 
his own.

Being asked for 
a short story of his life, he said: “I am 73 
years old.

1 had a good farm near 
Chatham. After my daughter got mar­
ried to Pat Congreve my wife was al­
ways at me to divide up my fine firm. My 
two sons, Pat and Mike, were just as bad 
as she, and never gave me a moment's peace 
at home. 1know that my wife used to 
drug my food for me. I was in fear of my 
life at times. On Oct. 18. 1882, I came iu 
from the barn at 4 p. m. I was nearly mad 
at the time. 1 said, ‘I told you before not 
to try and drug me.’ She laughed. 1 went 
up stairs and got a shotgun and came down 
and shot her stone dead. She fell without 
a word. I didn't feel sorry at the time, but 
since I have realized my terrible work.
May God forgive me and have mercy on her 
soul. My sons were bad men and put my 
wife against me. I have been eight years 
in the penitentiary."

The dying man appears to be thoroughly 
repentant. He wound up his statement by 
saying: "God bless you, sir. Whether 
you are a priest, or whether you write 
tilings for a newspaper, J hope you'll tell 
the public that poor William Rowlands, al­
though a condemned murderer, is not the 
hard hearted ruffian that people think he 
is. I know I deserve my punishment, but 
God knows I’ve paid my debt, at least 
I've tried to by sorrow. 1 have been eight 
long years in the prison, and never a 
night has come, or never an hour that 
I haven't asked God to pardon my 
few seconds of passion that robbed 
me of the woman I loved and 
courted 40 years ago, that took me from 
my children for ever, and that put me here 
a disgraced man, 1 am sinking into my 
grave now, but please give the people my 
last few words, and tell them that I, Will 
liam Rowlands, though justly punished by 
the law, had no murderous feelings in my 
heart, and that I believe my poor old girl 
will meet me with open arms in that great 
eternity where I am nearly due."

The old man wanted to talk more, but 
the News man seeing that he was over­
taxing himself, gave him a kindly good-bye 
and left.

The old man’s pathetic words and man­
ner would have brought tears to the eyes 
of a harder hearted man than the reporter, 
when he held ont his withered hand and 
said, in his quivering old voice: "Good- 
by, sir, good by. You and I won't meet 
here again; but please God, wicked murder­
er as I am, we’ll meet in heaven."

Rowlands was tried by Judge Haggarty 
in Chatham in 1882, was convicted and 
sentenced for life. He made no attempt to 
escape after the crime. He placed hie dead 
wife on the bed and then asked some neigh- 
bors to get an officer to arrest him.

He was brought from the penitentiary to 
the Hotel Dieu a day or two ago to die.

The Hierarchy Oppose Parnell.
DUBLIN, Dec. 4.—A meeting of the 

Catholic hierarchy at the residence of 
Archbishop Walsh here yesterday resolved 
to issue a manifesto, declaring that the 
archbishops and bishops of Ireland con­
sider Parnell is unfit to remain leader of 
the Irish party. The objections to Par­
nell are based mainly on moral grounds, 
but it is also the opinion of the hierarchy 
that his continuance in leadership would 
inevitably cause disunion id the party.

A dispatch from Dublin says the mani­
festo issued by the Catholic hierarchy de­
clares that their judgment is not given on 
political grounds, but solely on the revela­
tions of the divorce court, after which 
they are unable to regard Parnell in other 
light than convicted of one of the gravest 
otienses known to religion and society, 
which is aggravated in his case by almost 
every circumstance possible to give 
it scandalous prominence in guilt and 
shame. “Surely Catholic Ireland," the 
manifesto continues, “so eminently con­
spicuous for the virtue and purity of its 
social life, will not accept as a leader a man 
wholly dishonored and unworthy of Chris­
tian confidence. Further, we cannot avoid 
the conviction that the continuance of Mr. 
Parnell’s leadership will disorganize and 
range in hostile camps those hitherto unit­
ed with the force of our country. Con­
fronted with the prospect of a continuance 
so disastrous, we see nothing but inevitable 
defeat at the general election, and as the 
result, home rule indefinitely postponed, 
coercion perpetuated, the hands of the 
victor strengthened and evictees without 
the shadow of a hope of being reinstated.
