NEW YORK, Sept. 22.—Bradstreet’s says 
there are 47 business failures reported from 
the Dominion this week, against 36 last 
week and 27 in the same Week a year ago.

Grand Parade of Prize-Winning

The great Western Fair of 1893 is a 
thing of the past. That it has been a sue- 
cess no person can deny. The attendance 
may not have been up to that of former years 
on one or two days, but on the beet days 
the crowds doubtless eclipsed the record. 
The special attractions were never so good, 
and the management was, in the main, 
satisfactory. Clifford Calverley, the high 
wire performer, was doubtless the best 
attraction the Western Fair Board ever 
secured. The Japs, the trained horses 
and dogs were all novel and entertaining, 
and, in fact, all to be seen from the 
grand stands pleased the big crowds im­
mensely. The races were well contested 
and some fast horses were entered.

Yesterday Brinker Sprague lowered his 
record from 2:30 to 2:28. The track was 
rough and heavy but the horses worked 
well. All the special attractions were on 
the programme.

There were probably 5,000 or 6,000 people 
on the grounds yesterday —a good attend- 
ance for the last day. Ail the exhibits 
were in their places and the prise horses 
and cattle ware paraded in front of the 
grand stands. A couple of Adam Beck’s 
coach horses were the only entries for the 
beat single turnout. One was awarded a 
gold and the other a silver model.
