Too, Too Much,

Honk, honk, came the call again
and again, from far away across the
square,, Not a motor horn, but.a
living throat that, surely, which emit-
ted the nasally baritone note.

There was no doubt about the num-
ber of people and ‘the amount of dress-
ed poultry offered,turkeys from 40 to
60 cents a pound; geese, 28 to 30
cents; ducks, from $1 each up to $2;
chickens, from 75 cents each up.

Too.much turkey seems to be as
great a disadvantage to the owner as
too little turkey. The mammoth size
of one turkey discovered was the
reason why the woman, who had
watched it grow from a tiny fledgling
out of the shell, was just asking 40
gents a pound, though surrounded by
her neighbors getting 45 for their
offerings. Her turkey gobbler tipped
the scales at 26 pounds.

A kind “fixer” suggested that two
neighbors might buy the bird together
and divide it. Failing to get rid of
it on the market at her own price,
the woman most concerned was con-
fident restaurant keepers would be
glad to buy it—and serve turkey wings
all day Monday.

Has Pounds of Turkey.

A woman out in the frosty square,
standing guard over &six turkeys,
ranged on a shelf on the back of her
car looked as if all was right with the
world. Worried over still having half
a dozen to sell at 12:30 o'clock?
Bless you, she had seventeen, yet
could keep on smiling.

She had sold 26 during the forenoon
at 45 cents a pound. They averaged
13% pounds each. The total weight
of the Saturday load was on the
heels of 600 pounds. And, if the whole
amount was sold at the price set, why
that would mean $270 for the farmer's
wife.

But think of the turkey-picking on
that farm northwest of the city during
the previous week!

Sweet Cider Advances.

Sales were being computed in
awholesale terms on Saturday. The re-
turned officer-farmer whose specialty
has been sweet cider all autumn, an-
nounced he had sold over 2,000 gal-
lons since the cider apples were first
ready to use. He is still making
fresh, sweet cider, and will have
quantities of it next week as a sug-
gested accompaniment to the Christ-
mas dinner.

But the wnrice of sweet cider has
gone up from 40 to 50 cents a gallon.
And there is an excellent reason,
states the manufacturer. He {s now
making it of hand-picked apples.
F'urther, there are only about 2%
gallons of cider to a bushel of apples,
now where there were 31 some
months ago. There is less water in
the apples now, he states, hence the
Julce is richer and heavier.
