In » apeechldelivered in England WHAT HAS BEEN 
recently, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, | 
chancellor of the exchequer; declared it 
to be the intention of the government to 
inaugurate the policy of improving the 
live stock of the United Kingdom. The 
idea is to see that pure-bred sires of all 
classes of stock are made available to 
farmers in all parts of the Kingdom.
This looks like a comparatively small 
matter; but it is not, for from the suc­
cessful carrying out of such a line of 
policy very great things would re­
sult. Some years ago the farmers 
of New Brunswick were invited to 
inform the government as to what they 
thought they needed more than anything 
else and the great majority of the re­
plies were in favor of the importation of 
better breeds of sheep at the government 
expense to be sold at auction to the 
farmers. The importation was at once 
made. This was only one of many such 
importations, which have placed the 
quality of New Brunswick sheep on so 
high a basis that they command the 
highest price in the markets of Boston 
and New York.

The announcement is made that the 
Kallfa—sometimes called the Mahdi— 
is to be King of Khartoum and Zobein 
Pasha governor of Darfur, under British 
protection. This is an exceedingly 
shrewd move. It makes Great Britain 
supreme in Central Africa. A few weeks 
ago we explained how, extending from 
both the Eastern and Western coasts, 
British dominion was slowly forming a 
belt across Africa. On the west, Lake 
Tchad had already been reached. On the 
east Kordofan, Darfur and Wadai, three 
extensive sultanates, lay between British 
East Africa and the Lake. Kordofan and 
Darfur, by the treaty just made, pass 
under British protection, leaving only 
Wadai to be controlled to make the belt 
complete. It is not likely that this 
country will long hold out. We may 
feel very sure that already there are re­
presentatives of the British government 
on the ground, and that Wadai will 
soon pass under British control. This is 
an exceedingly interesting affair. We 
have been told with much circumstan­
tiality how France was going to cut off 
Great Britain before she could reach the 
Upper Nile. France was to get there by 
way of Lake Tchad. We were told so in 
so many words that when the Anglo- 
Egyptian force reached Kordofan it 
would find a French résident installed. 
But if the Frenchman is on the way he 
may as well turn back. The despatch 
also tells us that a treaty has been made 
with the King of Abyssinia, securing 
peace on his borders for the new sub­
jects of Great Britain. It may be re­
membered that, according to the enemies 
of the Empire, if there was anywhere 
that British diplomacy was to be out­
witted it was in Abyssinia. The pro­
phets of imperial disaster must try a 
new tack.

The Colonist has no desire to bandy 
words with the News-Advertiser. It has 
not yet defended itself from attack and 
does not proposed to begin to do so now.

We do not propose to let it 
draw a herring across the scent. It may 
assert day after day, that the editor of 
the Colonist is untruthful. It may re­
fer to him in any way it can possibly in­
vent, but this cannot alter the following 
facts:

1st. The friends of Mr. Cotton had so 
little confidence in his good faith that 
they compelled him to sign an agree­
ment to remain true to them. His word 
was worthless. They insisted on his 
promise in writing.

2nd. Mr. Cotton played fast and loose 
with his political friends during the 
whole of the last session of the legisla­
ture.

3rd. Mr. Cotton sought to get a railway 
scheme of his own adopted and tried to 
enlist the co-operation of certain promi­
nent capitalists. After that he opposed 
the government policy.

4th. The News-Advertiser believed 
that the election law of 1890 was still in 
force and that this was “ the first and 
necessary issue ” of 1898.

5th. 'Çhe News-Advertiser condemns 
the railway policy ; yet its editor on the 
floor of the house supported the Cassiar 
Central Railway bill and the land 
grants to the two other Cassiar railways.

6th. The News-Advertiser has charged 
the government with botches and jobs, 
and yet its editor sat in his place dumb 
during a whole session, so far as any­
thing of this kind went, and never so 
much as intimated in his paper that a 
single botch or a single job had been 
perpetrated.

7th. The grounds which the News-Ad­
vertiser now takes against the railway 
policy were not taken when the bill was 
before the house, either by itself or by 
Mr. Cotton,

These are public matters. They are 
germane to the election contest of 1898. 
We are quite unconcerned as to what 
epithets the News-Advertiser applies to 
the Colonist or its editor. It is neces­
sary when dealing with certain people 
to be prepared for a shower of mud. It 
is unpleasant, but the Colonist does not 
propose to be swerved from its duty to 
expose the hollowness of the local op­
position by anything of that sort.

1 1FARMERS IN POLITICS.

The announcement is made that the 
farmers propose to employ the insti­
tutes to be formed under the act of last 
session as political associations. We 
think that very few persons can seri­
ously contemplate anything of the kind, 
or, if they do, that they have not fully 
considered the nature of the farmers’ 
institutes. These- organizations are pub­
lic institutions, entitled to grants of 
public money, under certain conditions, 
and it would be an un-heard of thing to 
convert such institutions into political 
dubs. In fact, as the objects of the In­
stitutes are defined by law, they cannot 
legally be'devoted to political questions. 
This is simply the statement of a legal 
proposition, made so as to prevent mis­
takes by well-meaning people.

In regard to the active participation 
of farmers in politics, it is a thing most 
earnestly to be wished. No class of the 
community is more deeply interested in 
the passage of good laws and the pro­
per administration of them than they. 
We sav this not as a mere form of 
words, bat as the statement of an econo 
mic fact, now admitted by all thought­
ful public men. It is perfectly true that 
no government can make times good or 
bad for the farmers. The world has 
been so knit together by the appliances 
of modern civilization that the prosper­
ity of every agricultural lection may be 
and very frequently is, affected by con­
ditions existing thousands of miles 
away and in other countries ; but there 
are many ways in which the government 
.aad its administration touch the far­
mer. The construction of roads, bridges 
and wharves, the establishment of fer­
ries, the maintenance of schools, the 
incidence of taxation, the improve­
ment of live stock, the encouragement 
of dairying, the introduction of new 
varieties of seeds and fruits, the promo­
tion of co-operativè methods, rates of 
interest, the cost and efficiency of local 
government, irrigation, dyking, and 
other matters, are all proper subjects of 
legislation and administration, and they 
all contribute to a greater or less extent 
to the prosperity of the fanning com­
munity.

It is impossible to estimate too highly 
the advantage which a country derives 
from the prosperity of those who till the 
soil. Given a community of husband­
men, tilling their own land and with a 
good market at huid for their produce, 
and we have almoet ideal conditions ; we 

** have a foundation upon which there 
may be built np substantial wealth. In 
a province like our own, it is especially 
-important that our farmers should do 
well. The Colonist has on several oc- 
casions pointed out how much money is 
"sent away every year for produce that 
can be raised at home quite as well as 
anywhere else. If this money that is 
pstid to the farmers of Washington, Ore­
gon and California were paid to the 
farmers of British Columbia, it would 
find its way into every avenue of busi­
ness and give every industry a greatly 
needed impetus. We do not intimate 
that there is anything that the govern­
ment or the legislature can do directly 
to secure the home market to our own 
people ; but we can very well believe 
that many things can be done that will 
indirectly contribute to such a result.

The Colonist referred the other day 
to the desirability of something being 
done to improve the quality of sheep 
raised in British Columbia. Doubtless 
also much could be done to improve the 
quality of the cattle, both from the 
standpoint of the dairyman and the 
butcher. There are some persons who 
object to this on the score that it is an 
interference with private enterprise, but 
■ye are satisfied that there is nothing in

»
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footing as that of Lord Baltimore to the 
state of Maryland, and of divers and 
sundry people to the city of New York.

Whether the best plan to accomplish 
what the farmers need, and what we 
would all like to see done, is to form a 
third party, as is proposed, is question­
able. The experience of the Province of 
Ontario is not calculated to encourage 
the belief that it is. The Patrons of In­
dustry, as a political body, were a fail­
ure. As a rule such organizations usu- 
ally become so much additional strength 
to the dominant political party. There 
does not appear to be in Canadian poli­
tics any place for a third party. Even 
in the United States, where there are 
millions of voters, the third party move­
ment was a failure. It either ab­
sorbed or was absorbed by the Demo­
cratic party, and the consequence 
was the strengthening of the hands of 
the Republicans, which was exactly the 
antipodes of its object. We think that 
the experience of all countries is to the 
effect that the farmers gain most in a 
political way by efforts put forward 

‘ through the medium of existing political 
parties.

We have spoken very freely on this 
subject, because the proposed movement 
to establish a Farmers’ Alliance as a 
political organization is one that pos­
sesses a great deal of interest. W ith the 

, object aimed at we have the heartiest 
sympathy. We speak now of the gen­
eral object, namely to improve the con­
dition of the farming community as far 
as that can be done through legislation 
and public administration. We favor in 
the completes! sense a strong and public 
declaration of what the farmers believe 
they need, and we hope when such a de­
claration is made it will be one to which 
the Colonist can give its hearty support.
