At the last meeting of the Trinity college 

mission and literary society a paper was 
read on the history of prison reform by Mr. 
John Hague. The paper dealt exhaustively 
with the question as to the condition of 
English prisons at successive stages, and 
showed how for centuries they were full of 
horrors, physical and moral. The cause of 
the cruelties of the penal code was dis­
cussed fully, and attributed to the inces­
sant social strife which made England a 
camp for centuries, so that practically mar­
tial law prevailed rather than civil. The 
struggles of the lower class for freedom, of 
flte nation for self government, of the 
church for autonomy and liberty, were 
dwelt upon as so engaging the people’s at­
tention as to close all opportunities for 

The work of Sir Thomas 
More, Utopia, was quoted to show that all 
the modern ideas as to penal laws and dis­
cipline were held by the victim of Tudor 
tyranny.

The paper was full of extracts from a 
large number of writers, chroniclers, annal­
ists, dramatists, essayists, etc., ranging 
from the thirteenth to the eighteenth cen­
tury descriptive of prison life. Mr. Hague 
gave to. Fielding the honor of first using 
the novel as an instrument of popular en­
lightenment on social topics, and to his de­
scription of a prison interior and his tracts 
attributed largely the development of 
humane ideas in his day. The labors of 
Howard, Mrs. Fry, the writings 
and speeches of Buxton, Roecoe, 
Brougham, Romilly and others 
described, reference was made also 
to American philanthropists. The works 
of Beccaria and Muntesquvie and the 
convention which met at the call of the 
Empress Catherine in Russia with other 
matter were alluded to as incidents and 
agents in helping the reforms of the last 
century. The paper described the juve­
nile reformatories of England, France and 
Germany, with their beneficent and

The experiment of Sir 
William Croften was detailed, qnd the 
Elmira institution in the state of New 
York. The latter is an entire departure 
from the old system, and has demonstrated 
that a large percentage of criminals can lie 
brought back to the steady paths of right 
doing. Mr. Hague enforced upon his 
audience the importance of mastering the 
problems presented by the continuous 
lapse of so many into crime, as they in their 
professions as clergy, lawyers, physicians 
or may be legislators would be brought 
into close contact with this question.

The chairman, Prof. Boys, on behalf of 
the audience, thanked Mr. Hague for con­
tributing so interesting and valuable a 
paper to the society.

In conversation yesterday with several 
prominent real estate men a World repor­
ter was assured that Toronto has the best 
real estate market of any city in Canada.
The city’s history has all along been 
marked by a steady and encouraging 
growth, and at the present time the Queen 
city is still moving forward with the same 
rapid strides. It will not require many 
years at its present rate of progression 
before the city will include the very re­
spectable area bounded by Scar boro 
heights and Hnmber, and the Davenport 
hill to the north. Almost all the available 
space within that area is divided into town 
lots already. Land at Carlton and West 
Toronto is sold by the foot at high prices.
The Ontario and Quebec railway has given 
an impetus to land all along the line from 
the Humber to Yorkville. The sale of 

y lots is reported this soring, in 
district. The building of the Grand 
Trunk’s shunting yards and workshops at 
Little York has caused some activity there, 
but it is probable the activity will be con­
fined to the requirements of mechanics and 
employes, those who contemplate build­
ing villa residences almost invariably going 
to the north and west. Property seems to 
be sluggish over the Don in the vicinity of 
Todmoiden.

It is a pretty safe assertion to make that 
any commonsense investment in Toronto 
real estate will turn out profitably. One 
gentleman says he does not know where you 
could invest m Toronto and lose by it.

Prices have a steady upward tendency, 
and can neither recede nor remain station­
ary. Mr James Johnson, who is a veteran 
in the real estate business, very truly re­
marks that transactions Would have been 
much more lively in Toronto but for the 
abstraction two years ago of some seven 
millions from onr banka to be sunk in wild 
speculations in the Northwest. He main­
tains that that money has been buried 
never to be reeurrected, and that the 
Northwest has been discounted for ten 
years, and it will take six or eight years 
before Toronto and Ontario get thoroughly 
over this serious draining of the banks and 
monied men.

That there is an active de­
mand for houses may be conjectured from 
the fact that atone real estate agency, that 
of Wm. A. Lee & Son, thirty-two out of a 
list of forty-six houses have been rented 
since Thursday last.

The house most in demand is one that 
rents from $12 to $18, containing seven or 
eight rooms, and having more or less of 
“modern conveniences.” It is houses of 
this kind that seem to bring the highest 
rate of interest to the landlord. There is 
no difficulty in renting a dwelling of this 
description. As the value of a nouse in­
creases above $2000 the landlord’s interest 
diminishes, a house worth from $2*500 to 
$3000 renting on an average for about $20 
a month, which cannot be called a highly 
remunerative investment. Rents seem to 
have increased on an average about 
10 per cent, over those of last year, and in 
no case are they lower.

Speculation is confined more at present 
to business sites than to residences, Queen 
street west being the most active quarter. 
What property owners in that street would 
like to see is the removal of the asylum, 
whose back fence extends for a quarter of a 
mile along the street, breaking the business 
character of the street for that distance. 
A good many new stores are building on 
upper Yonge street.

Mrs. McCabe's Stomach Sent to Toronto 
for Analysis.

London, April ?9.—At the coroner's in­
quest over the body of Mrs. McCabe only 
three witnesses were examined. The ex­
amination was adjourned for a week.

The doctors say that the description of 
Mrs. McCabe’s death as detailed by two of 
the witnesses corresponds in every particu­
lar with that of a person dying from 
strychnine poisoning. While the exami­
nation was iu progress McCabe looked 
very anxious and careworn.
