His appewrance
was wild his hair was long and unkempt,
his face and hands covered with sooty
black dirt, his body scantily covered
with worn out clothes, his form
wasted, joints swollen and eyes sunken.
His first inguiry was if the re-
cruiting party were pot Englishmen,
but when told they were his own country-
men he psused for a moment and then
said, **And I am g'ad to see yoa.” The
condition of the camp was in keeping with
the scene inside the tent.

What shall I say to one who writes so like
my mother? lsay so like my mother, but
I don’t altogether mean that, for she died
in the belief that her son was true and
noble, as she knew he was dutiful and
kind, I am shocked and dumb-
founded by the clippings that you
send me, because it purports to
give what & man actually knows
and not mere report as the other four or
five lies do which I have heard about my
life in Albany. I have never seen any
living woman whom I have reason to sus
pect was in any Way bad. 3
do not know where  any such
woman lives. In Albany I bave not
the executive
mansion, the executive chamber, the first
orange club house, twice at receptions
given and on ether occasions, at the resi-
dences of perhaps fifteen or twenty of
its best citizens fto dine. Of course
I've been to church. There never was a
man who has worked harder or more hours
in the day. Almost all my time has been
spent in the executive chamber, and I
hardly think there have been twenty nights
in the twenty-one months I have liveg in
Albany, unless I was out of town, that
I have lett my work earlier ' than
midnight to find my bed at the mansion.
I am ata loss to know how it is such.’ ter-
ribly wicked and utterly baseless lies can
be invented. . The contemptible creatures
who coin and pass these things appear to
think that the affair which I have not
denied makes me defenceless ageinst any
and all slanderers.

LGALLERY OF GOVERNORS

AN INTERESTING COLLFCTION AT
GOVERNMENT HOUSE.

PR

Fifteen Large-Sized Painting’s of Lieut.=
Governor Kebinson's Predecessors—A
Chapter of Colonianl History in OLL

Through the courtesy of the lieut.-gov-
ernor of Ontario The World has had the
pleasure of examining the interesting col-
lection of pictures which adorns the pri-
vate salle a manger of Government house,
This collection, which numbers fifteen
large sized oil paintings, consists, with the
exception of one or two family likenesses,
of portraits f & pumber of the most fam-
ouns governors-general and licut, -governors
that Canada has possessed. Lieut.-gover-
nor Robinson has been most assiduoua in

his efforts to obtain as good a collection as
possible. They are all of them copies of
the originals done by the well known ar-
tist, M. Berthon; some painted directly
from the originals, others, when these
were unattainable, from photographs. The
name of the painter wiil testily to their
excellence.
The first to be noticed is that of Lieut.-
General John Graves Simcoe, first lieuten-
ant-governor of Upper Canada; & hand-
some portrait of the general in the uniform
of the day; high collar ruffled shirt, ete.
Governor Simeoe wiil best be remem
as the man who chose the present site of
Toronto to be the capital of Uppe: Canada.
But our city and its vicinities contain too
many memorials of this popular governor
to permit of our dilating oa his fame.
(Governor Simcoe was succeeded by Hon.
Poter Russell as acting ligpt. governor
Upper Canada. His name ‘wi'l be epecially
remembered in connection with the crown
lands, A portrait of him hangs next to
the foregoing.
The next in chronological order is the
portrait of Francis Gore, one well worth *
noticing. It is said that royal blood flowed
in his veins, His face certaialy reminds
one of the Georges. *An excellent picture
this. %
Next after him comes that of the cele-
brated Major General Sir Isaac Brock,
K.B. Of him it is needless to say & word.
The portrait is eaid to ba an excelient like-
ness of this firm, decisive general,
Then follows Lieut.-General Sir Gordon
Drummond, K.B. ‘His term of office Insted
little more than a year, His chief exploits
were in connection with Egypt, Ozwego,
and Londy’s Liane.
Following Sir Gordon Drummond comes
Gen. Sir Frederick Philipse Robinson,
G.C.B, a first cousin, by the way, of our
present lieut. - governor. Vittoria, St.
Sebastian, Nive, Bayonne, Plattsburgh
will remind readers of his history.
Then follows a highly interesting name,
that of General Sir Peregrine Maitland,
K C.B., lieut.-governor of Upper Capads,
duving the years 1818 1820, said at one
time to ' be the handsomest MAT jn the
British army.
