The want of reliable press despatches from
land is only one ot the disabilities under
which our icati at t are
labori In g 1 thie opini of the
press of Canada and the thoughts of its liter-
aty men are wholly uaknown to the British
‘public, as to too Jarge an extent ignoratice of
the true expression of English opinion is prev-
alent in Canada, The brief Slegrnms to The
London Times on Canadian affairs are usually
dated from Philadelphia. Without impngn-
ing the correctness of those telegrams we
might complain of being treated by a great
Iniperial D as_if G were_a
yrovince of the United States. But The
rmes receives its news about Canada some-
times from other places. We remember how
The Times only a few weeks ago accepted a
telegram from Chicago informing the Knglish
public of the existence of an armed revolution-
ary propagands in Canada! Again, when the
anitoba difficulty sprang into prominence &
cable to The London Times gave vogue
thro:(hout the world to a report that Im-
perial troops had béen demanded and were
about to be employed against the people of
Manitoba! Thia absurd and barmful canard
had its origin in a source o obscure and little
regarded on the spot that peopls in this city
would perbaps mever have beard the
statement had it not been digntfied by .cable
repetition.  Still fnore recently . in the
samme Manitoba discussion further evidence
was given of the want in Euglaud of authori-
tative sources of information regarding events
in this conntrv. Letters admitted by The
Times apparently as authoritative imformation
for its readers betrayed ignoranceé not merel
of the political qttestions but ‘ven of ttie focal
geography and existing trade communications
of Manitoba, What is the consequence of this
atate of communications between Canadians
and their fellow subjects in Great Britain?
The peoplt of the two countries are so com-
letely isolated from each other that they have
ormed the habit of looking upon even their
political relations as a vague, ancertain, pre-
carious status, We have recently seen an
Tinperial envoy (submitting himself to ptiblic
eross-exaniination: on the eve of a delicate
negotiation) manifesting Ly his answers that
thers are to-day English statesmen having no
clear ides as to what is meant by the position
of a representative of the Empire. Mr. Cham-
berlain is reported to huve answered that his
duty “was limited to representing the local
interests of Great Britain as distinct from
those of any other portion of the Imperial
Dominion. He hLad previously volunteered
the opinion that wh ther Canada and its fish-
eries remain under the flag of Great Britain or
do not is a matter of uncertainty if not of in-
difference. - Thus be has thrown out the sug-
gestion to the Government with which he has
to deal that the power behind Canada has no
serious interest in the bargiin to made.
The glory of the Empire, to Mr, Chamberlain’s
Hhilo&ophiml conteruplation, is like shat of the
ower of grass, To-day it i8; at to-morrow’s
breath it may be gone.

Thus the uncertain, precarious position which
Canada now occupiés may again be_gravely
injurious to hér material interests. It is an
attitude which chills patriotism. It holds up
o ideals to elevate our politicians. ‘With our
minds in a condition of unstable equilibrium

Not onl
people of specially.scholarly tastes, but mai.
men of business and ochers of inl
habite of mind feel the want in their
of acquiring a fairly comprehensive under-
standing of something more than the mere
accidental facts such as. the telegraphs bring.
They desire to keep abreast with the least
waste of time of the general movement of
ideas and social tendencies in the various
countries of the gljbe. The only way tofive
this is by regularly bringing before us from
time to time carefully selected characteristic
articles from the best British and foreign jour-
nals and reviews. This alone " will give,
a3 it were, an insde view of what
other nations are thinking and doing.
A Canadian-journal of such standing I am
hopeful would find it possibleto negotiate ad
alliance with one of those important London
weekly reviews which command sucb an influ-
ential hearing from the English people. Only
through such an esta lished channel can atten-
tion.be procured for 'Canadian opinions. A
wholly Canadian journal published in Eondon
has failed to effect any good, as experiphoe has
shown in the case of The Canadian Gazette.
To have influence a journal must bave read-
ers, A conf ly onlouiutr(nn in London,
valuable as’ it may for purposes
of statistical reference by those requir
ing _it, naturally takes rank _in the
minds of other people as & specialty jour-
nal professedly cliiming the su t of a
special public.only. To sécure the attention
of the general English public, and even of the
English press, it is necessary to be abie to- ad-
dress them through the columns of some regu-
lar London paper. The fund I bave spoken
of would provide for the expenses of eablin
two full pages of matter weekly to the alli
English weekly. .
