The HnV« are best laid out on Sandy land, 
and the course between the holes should be 
at least 50 yards wide. The course must be 
over grass land, and the finer the turf the 
better. Most of the Scottish links are situ­
ated near the seashore, and the sandy land 
was originally covered with a coarse ggowth 
of bent grass, but the actual ground 

<ovdr between the holes is now cover 
short turf.

Every good course has plenty of hazards 
or places where a shot is lost, unless the driv­
ing be far, or straight or. high. A bunker, 
on the contrary, is a sandtidle into which the 
ball gets by mistake, and much to the annoy­
ance of the playeir. The best are natural 
ones, though frequently they have to be arti­
ficially dug.

Before the game can be indulged in scien­
tifically a set of dùbs must be provided. The 
articles themselves are simple enough, but 
the names certainly are a-little puzzling to 
the unitiated, though to the Scotch lad they 
present no terrors, for he has unbibed a 
knowledge of the game and the implement* 
used in it with bis mother^ milk. Spoons, 
irons, deeks, putters and niblicks are some 
of the more useful varieties.

For some mysterious reason golf balls are 
numbered from 26 to 29, and are either white, 
red or black. Most players prefer the white 
or else the red, but the black are the cheap­
est Although a full set of dubs is highly 
desirable, it is not absolutely necessary, and 
the tyro may commence with a cleek, a 
driver and a ball ; but a full* set includes a 
driver, a long spoon, a mid spoon, a short 
spoon, a cleek, an iron niblick and, a putter. 
Every golfer must be accompanied by a 
•‘caddie’’ or l’candie” ; in plain English, an 
attendant, whose duty it is to carry the 
dubs and to makè* the tees. A good caddie 
is a delightful thmg, but. unfortunately, ex­
tremely rare, for he should be bright, pains­
taking and, above all, sympathetic.

regular wage-earning business.

There is no easy road to first-rate pro­
ficiency in golf—practice is the great instruc­
tor. Should the tyro venture to ask instruc­
tions from an old player he is pretty sure to 
be told to keep his eye on the baÿ ; a second 
jtairtfiknd will receive a like answer, and even 
a third a similar one. Yet there are other 

joints to be attended to; for instance, the 
ball will not travel straight unless the feet

to the right of the mark aimed at. 
But still, notwithstanding these general 
fault», which all should avoid, every player 
must cultivate a style of bis own, and not 
slavishly copy some superior player, who 
may happen to be of a totally different build 
and shape. Two equally good golfers may 
play in very different form.

Any variation in the manner of holding 
the club is likely to make a chapge in the 
player’s game. If the feet are too close tbe 
swing of tbe club will be free, but will lack 
power; if too wide the player becomes 
cramped. Tbe attitude taken is called tne 
“stance.” and any preliminary motions made 
before striking, tbe “address.” “How ought 
I to grip my club! "is a question more easily 
asked than answered. Each man s style will 
differ, but it should not be forgotten that a

Largest Stake Ever Offered for Trotters.
Lbxinotoit, Dec. 4 —The conditions of the 

*26,000 Futurity Guaranteed Stake of the 
Kentucky Trotting Horse Breeders’ Associ­
ation have just been perfected. Mares must 
be nominated March 1, lbVL, which will cost 
*10. Fifteen dollars must be paid October 1, 
1891, to name and describe the colt. Five 
thousand dollars of the stake will be gi ven 
for a 2-year-old race, and colts to start in it 
have to pay $50 June 1, 1893, and *100 the 
night before the race, the winner to getr *3000, 
second horse *1000. third *500 and the 
breeder of the winner’s dam *500. To start * 
in their 3-year-old form colts pay *100 June 
1 1894, and *250 the night before the race, 
the winner to get *15,000, second horse *3000, 
third *1000 and nominator of winner’s dam 
*1000. This is not only the largest guaran­
teed stake ever offered in this country for 
trotters but is the most liberal.

Cleveland League Baseballlsts' Officers to
Engage Players After the War.

Cleveland, Dec. 4.—Tbe annual meeting 
of the Cleveland League Baseball Club was 
held in Treasurer Ho we’s office here yester­
day, The most important business before 
the meeting was the election of officers. 
Frank De H. Robinson was re-elected presi­
dent, George Howe treasurer and Davis 
Hawley secretary. Last seasons’s board of 
directors was also re-elected. No action was 
ttairfiMi in tbe matter of securing a team for 
next season, as it has been decided by the 
league people not to engage any players 
until after the baseball war shall have been 
deflnitely settled in all the cities, comprising 
the circuit.

1 sprinkle, spread or place any salt or like 
substande on the road on carriage way of any 
street with the intent or for the purpose of 
melting or dissolving any snow, ice or dirt which 
may have accumulated on any road or carriage
W Section 26—In case the snow, ice and djrt have 
not been so removed from the sidewalks and 
gutters, drains or watercourses within 24 hours 
after any fail of snow, rain or hail, it shall be the 
duty or the City Engineer or other person 
appointed for ifaqt purpose, to prosecute the 
parties in default, it resident within tbe city, 
and he shall also forthwith cause the snow, 
ice and dirt to be removed at the expense of tbe 
corporation and keep an account of oil expenses 
so incurred, and of the properties in respect of 
which such moneys have been expended, and the 
names of the owners and occupants thereof on tbe 
last revised Assessment Roll, and he shall make a 
return to the Treasurer of the city on the first 
day of January, April, July and October 
year of all expenses incurred, as aforesaid, 
during the preceding quarter, with the number 
on the last revised Assessment Roll of the 
property in respect of which such expense 
was incurred, and the names of the owner and 
occupant thereof, as appearing on the said roll;
