THE GREAT SOLDIER SHOW THAT MADE NEW YORK 
LAUGH FOR A SEASON

THE WORLD FAMOUS

“DUMBELLS”

“The Right To Strike” Assured 
Renewed Success Owing To 

Its Timeliness, Says Deacon.

BY BEN DEACON.
NEW YORK, Oct. 26.—Curiously 

apropos de the week’s leading dramatic 
offering. At the moment when the 
United States Lalbor Board and the 
heads of the various railroad brother­
hoods are doping a sensational juggling* > 
act, with the possibility of a general 
strike, when the newspaper accounts 
of the fluctuating strike threat are al­
most as exciting, and occupy almost as 
many columns per day as a world’s 
series, when everyone is talking of a 
tie-up, there comes Richard Walton 
Tully with a play which is founded upon 
a railroad strike and which is very 
largely a discussion of the ancient con­
troversy between capital and labor, the 
very thing which is the chief topic of 
conversation in this city n-ow. This 
play, “The Right to Strike.” is an Eng­
lish importation. It was first produced 
in London during the British industrial 
upheavals, about a year ago, and met 
with very favorable attention from old 
country audiences. It was presented in 
New York .for the first time last night, 
at the Comedy Theater, and its tlme'l- 
ness, if not its dramatic merit, warrants 
the prediction of renewed success here. 
The author is Ernest Hutchison.

The scene of "The Right to Strike” is 
Said in a small English city, the head­
quarters of a railroad whose employees 
are on strike. In this city there is also 
located a large hospital. The employers 
and employees are dead-locked and tooth 
sides have stubbornly resisted all pro­
posals of arbitration that have been 
made from outside. Motor transports, 
manned by citizens, have been organized 
and a young doctor from the hospital 
has been killed in a fight with the 
strikers. This tragedy leads to a 
declaration -by the doctors of the hos­
pital that they will give no medical aid 
to the strikers or the members of their 
families.

The young wife of one of the labor 
leaders is in danger of death during 
childbirth. The only surgeon com­
petent to perform a necessary" operation 
is the friend of the murdered doctor. At 
first he refuses, but finalty is persuad­
ed to save the woman’s life.

Here is the matter upon which the; 
arguipent of the play is based, and ar­
gument is very largely what the pflay 4« 
composed of. If the railway men leave 
their posts, inconveniencing and en­
dangering the public, have not the doc­
tors a similar right? Characters repre­
senting every section of the community 
affected toy a labor rumpus argue at 
length upon the subject. But it is a 
"no-deoieion” bout. The doctor is 
coaxed into the path of duty, but he 
i? apparently unconvinced, and the only 
thing even faintly approaching a solu­
tion which is offered is the somewhat 
stale and unpractical declaration by 
one of the characters that brotherly 
love is the panacea for all industrial 
ills.

There are several English people In 
the cast, including Ronald Adair, who 
came to New York to play his role of 
'Tarzan" in the Jungle play, which had 

but a brief, flittering existence here. He 
Is more successful In the role of a rug­
ged strike leader. The consensus of 
opinion, however, appears to be that 
practically all of the members of the 
cast are prone to overact.
