It was now known that a large ma­
jority of symotic or contagious diseases 
were due to preventable causes within the 
reach of communities. It only remained 
therefore for communities where these, ex­
isted, to put the machinery in order, to re­
move them. Alioul four years ago local 
government hoards were appointed in Eng­
land, the whole country being divided into 
sanitary districts. These Boards with 
competent officers had great powers given 
them to remove the cause of epidemic dis­
eases. He would not dwell upon these 
points in detail. Sanitary laws bad been 
almost altogether neglected until within 
the last few years, and now we are begin­
ning to feel the evil effects of that neglect. 
He knew from his own knowledge of the 
City of Halifax, and from communication 
with medical men In different parts of 
the Province, that symotic diseases, parti­
cularly diptlieria and soviet fever, 
very prevalent,and he had tto hesitation in 
saying that four-fifths of those 
might he prevented, or their fatalities 
might be prevented, by taking proper pre-

iTwo very important measures have 
been introduced by the member for 
Halifax to the notice of the House of 
Assembly, measures of momentous be­
nefit to jhe people of this Province, if 
strictly carried o.ut. We refer to the ap­
pointment of tyro committees having 
for their object the presenta­
tion of the public health and the de- 
structon of life and property by fires.
Almost daily we are pained An perus­
ing the papers to read of families being 
decimated by the ravages of that 
dreaded disease, diphtheria. This and 
kindred maladies is carrying down to 
the grave scores of persons throughput 
the land, and we are pleased to aee that 
notice is being taken of Jthe fact.

We are iuotiAed to the belief that a 
large proportion of the trouble exists 
with ourselves. Proper attention is 
not paid to cleanliness. No provision 
is made to keep the malaria arising 
from sinkholes from contaminating the 
air around our dwellings. Within a 
few feet of the back door the slops and 
offal of the house is allowed to fester in 
the sun, throwing off deadly vapors,and 
they are constantly being inhaled by 
members of the family, producing sick­
ness, disease, and death. The cellars 
under our homes are also left year af­
ter year without being cleansed, rotten 
vegetable matter is allowed to accumu­
late, decayed flooring is never removed, 
and in many instances is top-dressed 
with new, thus forming another source 
of contagion,and yet when some tear­
ful malady attacks our loved ones, 
we wonder how the disease has been Olio.—The Butcher Club of this town
brought into ou.r midst, “ Cleanliness intend giving an Olio on Saturday 
is next to Godliness," and a day or two evening, the 9th inst.

'clearing cellars, apd draining stagnant wm be observed that a rich treat is in 
pools of water would save gn expensive store for those who attend, 
doctor's bill, and ward off sickness and 
disease. But this is not all, fires are 
constantly occurring, large portions of 
towns and cities are levelled to the 
ground, valuable lives are sacrificed, 
distress untold is the result, the sav­
ings of a lifetime are swept away in a 
day-, and yet no adequate means for the 
prevention of similar occurrences is pro­
vided. Scarcely a town in the Province, er. 
outside of the capital, has a sufficient 
-water supply, and, in most instances, 
none at all. No organization exists, and 
the result is—.when a fire does break 
cut, the inhabitants are powerless to ar­
rest its progress, hut have to stand idly 
by and witness the destruction of their 
property. This state of things should 
be remedied at once, the public health 
and safety demands it, and we hope 
and trust that the present measures 
before the house will assume a tangible 
shape, and a law be enacted compell­
ing the various towns throughout the 
Province to provide for the prevention 
.of disease and the spread of confla­
grations.

Belowwe give the measures introduced 
by Dr. Farrell, the member for Halifax.
They are worthy of careful perusal and 
afterthought, and should receive the 
attention of .our people
