Asto Prussia
some distinetion must be mude ; the King & M.
Aucillion were on extremely good terins with
tire Tuileries, but the Prussian nobility, rallying
round the Prince Royal, persisted in their
haughty feelings and hatred against Fraoce,
M. Ancillion, on the contrary, was all kind-
ness, and was most intimately attached to DL
Guizot by the tics of religion and philosophy.
Indeed it was through the exertions of M. An-
wilion, and the good offices of that kind angel
(ange debeaute} the consort of the King of
Prussia, that the ardently wished-for marriage
was nexaciated with the “ little female p loso-
phbier of Jenu.” as the Princess of Macklesburg

was styled in the Faubourg St. Germain.—)

Extract of aletter, dated Madrid, March 19.
—Almost all the members of the Cabinet are
confined to their homes by serious indisposi-
tion. M. Calatrava is labouring under 2
violent fever ; Count Almadovar has the gout ;
M. Ladero is il of the grippe ; and M. Gul dc
la Cuadra is suffering from an attack of
pleurisy. Soine daubt appears to beintertain-
ad in the capital as to whether the next half-
year’s dividend on the home debt will be paid.
"I'he accounts from the interior of Spain are
of amast distressing nature. A part of La
Maucha is ravaged by the bands of Palillos,
who had Iatterly extended, their excursioils as
far as Truxillo, one of the principal towns of
Estremiadura. The uews of the check sus-
wined by General Evaus had reached Madrid
on the 19th, and had produced great excite-
ment amongst the population generally, nnd
varticularly in the Cortes. It was even ex-
pected that in the sitting of the Cortes on the
e.nsuing day some guestions would be addres-
+ed to minsters on the subject, but it was not
apprehiended that the tranguility of the capital
waould be disturbed.
