" dosés of lodoform, ac. sthy ,and ergotine, in
capsules, three times a day (this tieatment is
continued till recovery), till the 27th..
improving then, advises to call Dr. U. Ogden.

On the 27th ‘Dr. Ogden recommends an op- -

eration, to take place in two or three days if
considerable improvement has not taken place.
