If the Church
admits a man to Holy Orders, and he will not
work, let him not eat—at her table. But if he
will work, she is bound to give him work and
bread. Otherwise she has no right to take him
out of lay-work into the Priesthood.

OreN Doors.—Nearly sall of the New York
City Churches are being kept open all summer.
Several of them do a very important part of
their Christian work during the summer
months, in looking after the poor and in send-
ing thousands of them into the country, and on
excursions on the water, for a taste of fresh air.

CANTERBURY.—The decoration of the east end

of Canterbury Cathedral, undertaken out of

funds raised by the wife of Canon Rawlinson,
is nearly complete, and a very beautifal effect
has already been procured. Sculptured figures
of angels and saints have been placed at infer-
vals on the screen on either side of the altar,
and at the base some exceedingly beautiful dia-
per work after the fourteenth century pattern
has been carried out. The entire ornamenta-
tion of the sanctuary is in harmony with the
general decoration of the east end, and univer-
gal admiration is expressed with the result
achieved.

WeLsH ServIcES.—In tbe parish of St. Na-
thaniel’s, Liverpool & chapel of ease has been
dedicated, in which the services are to be ren-
dered in the Welsh language. The building has
been purchased from the Wesleyuns, and has
cost, with improvements, over £1,000. The

i Bishop stated in his address that there were in

that city eighty thousand Welsh residents, of
whom thirty thousand were most familiar with
their native langunage.
