Tae Roita® CarhoLio CruRcH In ENaGLAND
AND WaLEs,—The Rogan Catholics of England
and Wales, acording to the Catholic Direclory
for this vear, are 1,360 000, ‘with 17 Bisbop»
and 2380 priests. = They ure diminishing
steadily and rapidly in their ratio to the whole
population, aad have been doing so for the
last twenty-five yeara. Tho whole question wax
diccussed in the Quarterly Review of January.
1888, and we sumamsrised the article on Fob. 3
Fresh avidence, however, is forthcoming. In
the Catholic Directory for 1885 the numbers
wero set down ®s 1354 000; 80 that only 4,000
ure claimed us the net increase in the last
twelvemonth; considerably less than one-half
per cent, (say 44 per cent.), or one in 225; in-
cludiog, of course, all sources of ipcrease,
births, foreign immigration, and converts;
while, as regards the hirths, iti tobe remem-
bered that the Irish clement in the body (=
very large one) is exceptionally prolifie. But
the registered increuse in the wholo nation for
the sama time (thal ir, the returnsof the excess
of births over deathr) wus 132 per cent, or
very nearly one in 7%, just three times the
Romun Catholic rate. What this monns is that,
if births alone be reckoned, there should have
been a Roman gain ot 18000 in the year, anu
thus that at least twelve thousand bave drop-
ped away somehow and somewuither.—Church
Times.

vishop's Court, decided that they had no Jjuris-
diction. They merely decided that the Arch-
bishop's Court was the court of first instunce;
and even ngw it is doubted whether they did
aot mean Lord Penzance's Court. However
this may be, it could hardly be expeoted thay

any great deoision will be arrived at in the fira¢

stage, The matter being sud judice of course

it would be highly indenorous to offer any ob-.
s~rvations. Undoubtedly it is a great oppor-
tunity. The trial will be of epocbal importance,

That it will resolve many of the doubts and
difficulties which' have beset the Church of
Eogland during the past twenty or thirty years,
we may only hope. One ciroumstance is not
without its significance—no personal animosity
has been evinced in connection with the case
on either side. .

Tae BisaoP oF CARLIGLE'S CHRISTMAS
PAsTORAL

The following, by the Bishop of Carlisle, is
taken from the Christmas Pastoral jist issued
to his diocese, making some intere:ting com
ments upon two of the burning q1estions of the
day—the position of the Romaa Johism in Eng-
land, and the threatened prosecution of Bishop
Temple and Bishop King.

The Controversy as to the Reformation.

‘Circnmstances huve lately had the effsot of
presenting your Bishop in a charaoter which
he much dislikes—namely, that of & coatro-
versialist. It has been jokingly said that only
one suocessful controversy is on resord, and
that in that each of the parties engaged con-
verted his antagonist. Thore is wisdom latent
in this statement, . It presents acd emphasises
the faot that very frequently coutruversy does
not lead to the results which either side desire.
In the present instance, however, I reslly had
no intention of entering npon controversy at
all  Whon I preached in Manchester Catnedral
on the Sunday before the Church Coogress, I
considered that I was speaking to Churchpeople
and chiefly stirring up their minds, by way o:
rememberence, to a recogaition of their high
position and their conseqaent duties and privi-
leges ss members of the Eoglish Charch. The
occasion was one tO suggest such thoughts. The
Cburch Congress was not tne only fact before
us Though it was one of the facts, and was un-
doubretly the first in order of magnitude, there
wus another fact also of great magnitude and
impur anoo, the memory of which was fresh in
onr minds—namely, the Lambeth Conforenee
of oo handred and fifty Bishops from all parts
ot the world. It was impossible on such an
occasion not to say something concerning the
living principleof & Church which presented
puch wsiriking phenomena, It seemed to me
that the continnous life of the Hnglish branch
of Carist's Holy Catholic Church was & sabjeat
—even, the subj:ot—whioh suggested itselt for
consideiution sud for enforcement; and this
was tho subject which I considered and endea-
voured Lo orforce, The point upon which I in.
sisted was this: that The Church before: tho
Reformation and The Church after the Reform-
ation are one; just as & man who has sarvived
4 severe operatn is the same maa after, as be-
fore, the uperation-~wenkened by the shook it
may be—needing time and care to enable him
to recover his strecgth—baving sustained (it
shall be granted for argnment's sake) some
minor losses, not to be replaced by sny nay aral
