Interesting Interview with a Fran-
ciscan Miesionary

Curleas Chinese Castoms—Bishop Amton-
nucel’s Dlocese—Pragress of the Church

Among the passengers who arrived from
Chinn on the Clty of Pekin on the 9tk inst.,
was Rev, Father Ashanasine Goetie, a mom-
her of the Kranolaoan Ocder. The Rav.
Father has been for elght years a missioner in
the northern park of China and came to this

-olty for hls health. Ha has been sufforing for
the past two yesrs with lung troabls, brought
on by the hardships of the life he was com.
pelied to lead while trying to oonvert the
p>gans to the tros Church, Father Goette is
now ataying at the rasidence of the Franclscan
Fathers on (folden Gate avenue, and yester-
day afterncon & reporter of the Monilor
had the following interesting interview with
alm :— -

+] was ordalned in the Franciscan Order,”
zald he, “in St. Louta, Misscurf, in 1881, &nd
ahortly aftorward atarted for Cpina. I wont
%o the northern pars of tha Emplre to o place
eilled Kaulin, where the realdencs of Bishop
Pognneei 1 mltustod, After staying there
one montn, I began for the first time to study
the language of the poopls I was o Inbor
among. Tale ety in tha vaplial ot tha Peo-
winos and has 800 000 izhabitania, Thers wa
hiave two ohutcans, B a3llegs and a achool of
about efgh*y Cninese boys. 1Va zlio havoan
orphan asylam there with abant 1500 Chin-
ezs children. Fathor Huyo, who la alao a
Franoiscan an2 a fine Irish priest, is teacher
of theology 2nd philozophy in the collsge
there., 1 was eent from there to a mission
named Tscheou-tzs-hun, and have hoen
1aboriag in that vic'nity ¢ver aince, Tnore
ara abont 3300 Otristlans there—a groat
number of them being old converte. Tha
Catholic religlon 18 aprsadiog rapidly in
Chins, and much greater would be its pro-
grees wero we wappled with means. The
missioner’s income {8 §9 a month, and ous of
this they mugt pay a eorvant and all other
axpenses. Daring the last five yoars thoae-
ands of oonverts have boen received Into the
Churon, The Chinese la the interior ara
oasier to oonvert than these living ia the
large cities, In the cities ihey are more im-
mors! and will nos give up their vices.”

s'Qplum,” continued the Father, *‘is the
curae of China. Blen, women, and even chil-
dren, use it. The Emperor deea not ellow it
to be cnltivated, but thiais a law more hon-
ored In the breach than in the obesrvance.
‘No Christian, of conrse, naea or ralases the
¢tower. 1t seems to have a worst effact upon
the femalos who uee it than upon the malee,
The women, when in want of oplum, will de
almost anything snd commit any crime to
obtain Iv.”

Speaking about the treatment of the mls-
slonaries, Father Goette wald :—“ Az s rule
they are not harshly treated, and nome of
them have roceived bodily iojury In
our province during my time. About nine
-years ago, thoagh, while preaching the gospel
ju a amall townin the province of Shiasl,
Father Caspar Fachs waz stoped by the
populace, He was knosked lnaepsiblo and
thrown Into a river, after his clothea had been
taken from him ; brt, instead of drowniog,
the water revived the Priest and he wae able
%o rasch the shore, and to walk to bia mlssion
jn hie naked oonditlon, Soon afterward

Father Fuche, whoaa health was Injared onm
acoount ¢f the treatment he received, left
China and oame to San Franclsoo, and after
a short stay in this ofty want $o his
native place, Austris, whereheis aow. The
- Bmperor caused all tkoso whoe were engaged
in the attack on the misefoner te be jall-d,
and somo were exlled forever. Thls move-
ment put a stop, in & great measure, to any
further cruel treatment to the priestsa. Che
students of China, that is the educatod claas,
are greatly epposed to forelgnere, and will
nlaait and ill-$reat them whenever $he oppor-
tanity offers,

The Chineas are a long-llved race, men and
women of elghty and ninety yoars of ags be-
dog no rarlty, When converted the Calnose
make strong Ohristians, Thoy may leave the
Church, few do, bat they will, you may de-
pead, die in it. They will trave! any num.
ber of milce and endare every hardship to re-
.celvo the Iaat Saoraments, They will not, if
it is 1n thelr power, die withont them. Near-
1y all the persons in theinterior are farmera,
A person wlill labor for you for a whole year
{for 312, and nn thig sum they sapport a fami-
1y of four «x five people. Batyou must ra.
membar tbat things are very cheap thers,
and one cent will proouremuch more in China
than $1 wounld hers, The families are very
affeotionate and seldom separate. You will
wes large famflies of oight or ten persons,
some of the childres quite old, who have
mever been absent from home a #lngle day.

Oatside of Oatholiolam no ether religion is
‘recognfzed to any great extent. Baauatifal
and moegnificsnt temples that were axeoted by
Ghe members- of the Dudanists, Lsoismists
and Confaclos, ara golog to wreck and raio.
‘Thers are very few Protestant mlsslonories
in the iInterlor. They confine thelr work to
the large citles.” In answer to a quention 1
‘the langasgs wan difficult to learn, the mie-
sloner aatd : <*It is very difficult, The ohar-
aotera are so strange and the pronunofatien
aomething terrlble to comprehend, Every
province han its own dlalect, and In seme of
she largs provindon theis arv soveral dilloroni
.dlaleots spoken. All the forelgners in Chioa
wenr the native dress, one and all. The
astlves do not like the Enropean atyls ef
-dress, and If we were to clothe onraclves in
-the habillments of our conntrymen, woman
.and children, they weuld follow ns shouting

snd throwing stomes. It Is not generally

known, but 6 Is nevertheless true, that this{

drems now worn by the Ohlnese is not the
ariginal costume af Chinw, Thia in tha Mon.
&oltan dress ‘nnd was introduced’ [ate the

onaatry by the family of the now reigning
Emperor, some 250 years ago. At that time
the Chineee rabelled agalnst the new costume
and vowed they would not adops it, but an
edict from the Emperor announolng that all
persons found arrayed in any atyle other than
the one he ordered should be decapifated,
soon made the prosent costume an universal
one. It was only then that the cus was
adnpted and tho head ehaved.”

Oar reporter then asked if the natives mar-
ried young, to which the Rev, Father ra-
pied: * Yoy, It ig the custom for the men
to marry at the ages of 16 and 18 and the
women at 13 and 15 vears of age, The mar-
riage among the uncenverted heathens ie
quita comioal in comparison to our ceremony.
"Che male obild 13 never allowed to plck ont
his bride. When the psrents think It iz sime
for a bay to marry they look round for s
raitable malien. Having found her they aek
the gir] if ahe wonld object to marrylng thelr
eon. It ehe auswors in the affirmative the
parents thank her, give a sum of money to
her pnarentr, and then return heme. The
next day Shey send four men with a gsdan
ohalr to the honse of their prospective
daughter-in-law and she I carriad to the
hridegroom’s honss. He then bsholds for the
fizst time the porson who In to be his psrtasr
for life, She enters the room which had hean
previcusly prapared for the marriage toast,
Aleng the walls ars picturas of the sniestry
of the groom, going back hundrada «f years.
Bofora sach of these plctures the bride howa
aud cftsrs them fruit and flawere, When sha
conoludces this sha a8 marrled. Tae famlly
then gita dowan to the marriage feast. Thero
are, you kncw, no prlest or miniators ameng
the pagun Chizese, bu% ths laws are very
strict with these who kroenk thsir marriage
vow. Ifa hosband taizke Lic spouse hse not
boen trus to him he ls free to cubt off her
hend as well a8 to decapitate the man he ene-
pacta.

Another strange habié of tho nasivas {3 that
they are mostly all clean shaven, bat ne man
lz allowed to wear a beard ua'il he is 40
yeara of ngo or untll both his parents acw
desd, Chian, a3 you no doubt ars aware,
does nof liko France, and az tie Foreign
Migelonorias are under the protection of
France, they think 3hat the missionsriss
coma thera only for pnlitfcal pursasea, Dur-
Ing tho war In 1886 bstween Ifcanca and
Chainn, the Chizess se% s dey when they
were to murder all Cathclic priests. Thao day
came, byt at the last moment the Empress,
who way roeignad ss her son was too young,
ardered that no harm be done the ission.
arles,” *“ It wap indoed,” sald tho missloner
reflectingly, *¢ a narrow escape.”

Whea ackad {f the i nplre favored emigra-
tion the Father sald : ¢ No, It doon not. Toe
peopie thore have a kind of a moltn which
reada thus ‘*No good Calnsman will leave
his land.” It is, a3 a rule, only the lower
olags that smigrate, and in many fnotancee
fenr of punishmen$% compela them to do go. In
the intarior of China thers are no fereigners
asy Cathollo prlests, I was thero eight
yeara and ozly one other white mpn, Travel-
Ing in China is very poor. Itis mostly done
on horseback or by means of 8 chair carried
by gervants, Tiaoraosis greatly opposed to
any advancement, and It wes only a3 faw
monthe ago that a rallroad was suucceesfully
built, Qa former occasiens when the attempt
to conatruct a line wae made the natives as-
saulted the workmen snd tore up the ralla.
They are sfraid that any Emprovement will
do away with manual labor, and greatly fsar
anything mechanical,

Speaking of Bishouo-slec* Antenuncel,
Father Gootte mald : “ Whon Biskop Anton-
uucol left Californla it was his intention to
oome directly to my Blshop, Bishop Pagnucot
and be consecrated, but semething interfered
aund he went diract to his appotatment. In
November next eight of tha Blshopas of
northern’ China will sseemble and then
Blahop Antonuacol will be cansecrated. Ths
Cbinese have no Saucdaye or holidays eave
New Year'a day, which will ocour on the 20th
inst., being regulnted by tha moon. Some-
times they have 13 monihs in the year,

¢ Yeu, I am veory scrry to vey,” sald the
Father In reply to a guestion if the natives
destroyed thelr female infaate, *° that they
do. Soon after taelr birth they throw them
into the graveyard, or if o Catholio misslon-
or's bouse s near they Icnva them at his
doorstep. Every famlly has It3 owa grave-
yard acjoining thoir realdence, When the
infans is left in the graveyard it Is gsnerally
devoursd by wild animals. In regardto the
population of China it is Impoesible to give
the exaot fizares, but L would place It be-
tween thres and four bundred wililons, and
of theas about one million are Oatholio con-
verta, There are about 1,500 Oathollo prieats
there, half of this pumbsr being fsretgners,
the other vatives. The Protestant preachera
und thelr famllies number about 400 Thse
Raliglous Ordera represented In Onius are
the Franoclsoans, Jesuits, Dominicane, and
Rodemptorists. The Feanclecane have ten
Bisheps there, Oaly & fow secular prieats are
in Obina.,"

Father Gootts has two brothers I the
same O:der and mission as he 1s. The Rev,
Father wlil spend the winter {n this oity and
then rotaen to the scene of bis 1abora by way
of Earope,—&an Francisco HMonitor.

Upon ruch
occasiona gshe had to do without whatever she
wanted, Bat a change came over the spirit
of the seene, Oas dny her cousin, a bey aged
four years, wae breught up from the country
to spend the winter with littleJalis's mother,
Heo fs one of the boys who, when he seca
any thing, takes It, and when he doesn’s
mee It, asks for {it, oand when he
deesn’t get it, just hollers like all the sea

Hons, bears and clgera In Lincoln Park. He
s a howler from Howlersville, snd iavarl-
ably gets whatever he wants in double-quick
time. He haa a buzz-saw volce, and he makes
the most ofit. YWhen he yells he drowns the
sound of the cable-car, which runa before the
dining-room window and he ia yelling from
sunriee to sunset. Julla was much stronck
with the lncomparable cfficiency of her coue-
{n’a mathoda of tratsecting busineea, and the
day after bie arrival ontared inte partnership
and adopzed his ayetem in full, Jalia never

A BLIND POSTULANT.

An Empressive Cercmony Mingled With FEx-
pressions of safizess and Connolaiion.

Not every cnacan witnots a cercmony that
1:aves on the spzstator a mi.uled ilmpreseios
¢f sadnsssand conzolaticn ruch as tock place
not very long ago ln the Convunl of the Con-
grogasion of 85 Puul, London, whers the ma-
jurity of nune, novices and pupile are tetslly
blind, This czremony wee the takivg of the
vell by two yoang pestulact:, epe of wham
conld uee, the othor who had never ceen,

21 houss of the dsy aed n'ght belny wlike
to them, the tlmo ftixed was 7 A, M., when
the bl clty was just wuking up to the full
actlvity of the morning. The courtysrd of
the coavent is divided from the noiry street
by two heavy double pates, jaalously closed
at all times, but {for once open to admit the
fow privileged visitors invited to the solamn-
ity. They wera conducted to the chapel re.
gerved for struegers, e simple and modest
building, with no other decoration than {is
exqulsita oleanliness. Some sixty youug girle
ef various ages were kaeeling in their seats,
whila two rows of emypty stalls awalted the
nuns, The profound silancs ov okaraoteristio
of religious communities wrs oppreseive, bat
it heightened the sudden eflect of distant
melodicns volces sicging the **S.ltatns sum,”
Finally a door wes opened and the nons en-
tored. In the middls of the procesalon walked
two young girls in bridal attire, the blind
one lad hy the otzer, followed by six little
girle ia white, carrylup In a baskat the veil
and woolen robes of the Qdor.

It wuo d:fficrls to know which among the
cilens elstere wero thran whe ocoald see and
those who coeld not, They all moved eastly
and took thoelr seats without uncertainty or
hesitation. Theo Mass bsgan, the sightless
choir sang to the accompanlment of a blind
orgsnist. At ite vonclusion the ceremony of
taking the veil began by the offislating priest
asklug the pnatnlants what they wanted ;
having rece{ved ttie anawer, *‘ The houly garb
of the congregation,” he proceeded to inform
them that by eo doing &asy took the solomn
engagement of coasecrat:ug thelr whole livea
to the faithful service of the blind and the
duty of ednoating them. Taey eagerly assert-
od their willluguoess to do o, and, as lighted
capdlea were placed in their hands, the prieat
uttered the werds that in one’s oase had mo
touching a significasce: * Recelve the ma-
torial light, symbe!l of the splritnal light of
grace that will make beight your way.”

After a short time the sistors returned clad
in the conventual dress, and were led round
to give snd recelve the kies eof peace before
dieappesring forever bekind the oloture or
grated door.

1o this same convens a lovely glirl, entirely
biind, determined a oouple of yeara ago to
take the vell, Tae novice who led her to the
altar wae her ewn mother, & widow, who, an-
willing to oppose her daughier’a vooation,
and unable to part from her, had resolved to
take her vows in the same community, on the
same day, as ber own child, Frem the time
the ceremony was over they oalled each other
¢ Sister,” and had eventually no other rels-
tione than those .of their common duties.
Very soon the younger nun beoame rapidly
consamptive, and it was scen appareot that
her days were numbered. She wasconfined
to the tnfirmary ; every evenlog the Saperior,
a rofined and highly ednoated woman, took
the mothsr to visit the patlent, and after a
fow moments of oconversation, in which
werldly hepes and aspirations had no place,
andthe three women addresred each other by
their refigious appeliations, the gentle Sup-
erior arosa to go, moved to the deor, and,
without taurnlog round, gaid te the mother :
‘K iee your daughter,” and to the dying girl,
“Klan your mother"—Instinotively giving tho
blind aister and her agonized parent the in-
effable and supreme consolation of again
using the familiar words that bound them to
each other.

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WHAT 13 ABSOLUTION

And does the Priest Forgive Peni-
tents in Oonfession?

Clagsjoal anthora nae the Liatin word ab-
golution—literally, unbloding or unlocsing—
to signify equlttal from a criminal charge,
and eoclesiastioal writers have adopted the
term, employing it to denote a seiting froe
from crime or penalty. Baut, as orimo and its
penalties are regurded even by the Church
from very diffsrent polnts of vlew, '* absotu-
tlon in its ecolesiastical nse hears eeveral
renses, which it {s important to distingnish
from one another.

Absolution from sin Is a remiesion of ain
which the priest, by authority, recelved from
Chrint, makes in the Sacrament of Penance.
Ic iz not & mere anncuncement of the Goepel,
or u bare declaration tnat Goa will parden
the oina of those who repent, hut, s the
Genucll of Trent defines, it fs a judlolsl act
by which a priest as jndge paszes sentence on
the ponitent,

Wik regard to abeolution thus understood,
it [a to ba observad, first, that it can be glven
by none bat priests, since to them alone has
Chrlst committed the necessary powe: : and
sacondly, thot sluce abaslution ia & judicial
fentence, the priest muet have autherity or
jurlsdiotion ovor $he parson absolved, The
need ot jarledict'on, In order that abasiution
may bo velld, 18 an article of faith defined nt
Trent, and 18 follows feom the very nature of
abizolution ak defined above, nince the rrason
of thivgs reyunires that a jadge should nat
P28 eantenve except on the one vho s placed
under him, zg tho subject of kis court. Tase
fazlesicticn mov de ordinary—i e, 36 mny
113w from the oflize which $hoconfessor holds,
or delegates—i. e, it mar Bo given - the
confessor by one who has ordinary jarisdic.
ion with pawer to confor it upon others, as
iz delegntes. Taur n bishop bze cruioury
jartzdiction over wecular and rellgions, whe
#r€ DOV €XCmpE, in his diocese, and within its
Linits he cun delugate juriedicilen %o priosie
sicular or regular.  Again, the pralatas of re-
Valona erdera exempt from the authorlty «f
tho bivhop have jirisciction mere or leus
anple withie their own order, and they cun
stuolve, or delcgate powar o aheoley,
o onmzLbers of tho order wito are eabjot to
them ; cor e it poselble, ordinsrily speak-
tog, tor the blahop, or o pricst whobes hie
piwers trom the bishop only, to absolve such
r:ligious. Moreover, s blskop er prelatc of a
redigions order, in conferring power to ab-
wolve his subjects, may reserve the abrolation
of certaln things to himeelf. The Church,
however, supplies oll priests with the power
to absalve pereone In danger of death, at loas
if they cusnnot obtwuin a priest with the
aensl ¢ facultles” or powers to absclve,

Thilrdly, abeolution must ba given in words
wbich express the eflicaoy of absolutlon, viz.,
forgiveness of sin. The Roman Ritual pre-
scribza tho form ** I absclve thes from thy
sine, in the name of the Father azd of the
Sor, and of the Holy Gheat,” Bayond all
doubt, the form “ I akhsolve the from thy slns
would suflice tor the vaiidity of the sacra-
ment. But would a procatory torm avail—
such for exsmple ar, ‘* May Jesus Chelat
abaolve thee from thy slns’' ? The affirmative
has been maintained by the celebrated critic
Morlousz, while Tournelsy nnl many others
have fallowed his opinion. It fa certain that
o form of absolution purely precatory does
not suffice for the validity of the Sacrament
of Penance. In the coastitution of this
vacrament Carist did po! say to bis Apostles.
“ Whose slns you shall agk to bo absolved,
they shall be absolved,” but he inatituted as
the form of the sacrameont. ‘¢ Whoee sins yo
shall forgive, they are forgiven them.”" These
words show that the minister of ths Sacra-
ment of Penanco does not pray for the abao-
Intion of the penitent, but pronouncea the
abeolution, as & judiclal zexntence, an ons hav-
lag judictal awothority. In favor of thie
opinlon we have the authority of the Cous-
olia of Florenoe and Trent, both of which
defined the form of the Sacrament of Penanace
to be, “'I absolve thee from thy sics,’ adding
thet the prayers preceediog or followlng
these words are mol of the essemce of tho
form. It would seem from this that these
oonnoilzdefined the Indleat waform as easentlal
for the valldity of the sacrament, in addition
to this, 1t might be eald that as the Sacra-
mont of Pansnce has ths nature of a coart,
the mialater ought to prenounce his zontenoe
as & judge ; but if the purely preocatory form
1x geed, his sentence does not wear hischar:
acter.

Tho abzolution ae used in the Groek church
heing preeatory oonly in the aound of the
worde and indicative In senso, was probakly
valld, Bat, since the decislon of Ciement
VIII. in his brief of 1595 to the Eastern
Oharch, the precatory form le ne longer law-
fal. Herequired the Grecka to follow the
deoleion of the Council of Florence te which
we have alluded, and employ the Indicative
and parely jadicial form,

Lastiy the form of abaolution must be nt-
tered by the priest in the presence of the
person absolved. Thln foliows as a necessary
oonsequence from the natore of the form of
ahsolution sanntinnad  he the mar=atos] o,
dition of the Ohurch ; for the very wards “I
absolve thee,” Imply the premence of the

penitent.

These
friends were soon separated, and after long
yoors had pasaed, one of them, entering a
cathedral In a Europran oity, saw hia oid
comrade receiviog Holy Communien. His
miod at once revertsd to the gcene in the
stroets of Lima ard the Angelus, Tho thrall
of the past, tho lnflasnce of the present hour,
wae alike mighty, and he, too, became a con-
vert to the Cathollo faith, Now, both of
these naval surgeons are with the dead, and
when DMillet's Angelus became werld-
renowned, the son of one of them bought an
engraving of 1t as a sacred zelic of & beloved
parent; through %, he, *belng dead, yet
speaketh."”
