LENTEN REGULATIONS.

Feor the Archdiecese of Montreal.

The follnwing paatoral letter from His
Grace Archbishop Brichesi to his clergy
was read in all the churches of the arch-
diocese last, Sunday -

By vittue of the powers conferred
upon the Archbishop of Montreal, by an
indalt, dated 1892, I permit the faithful
%o follow, for the holy season of Lent,

-¢his year, the discipline which was au-
thorized last year by ecclesiastical au-
thority, as fcllows :—

Meat may be eaten on all Sundays.

Every Monday, Tueaday, Thursday
and Saturday, except the Saturday of
‘Quarter Tense and Holy Saturday, every-
one msay cat meat at the principal merl.
And on these days peraons lawfully pre-
vented or dispensed from fasting may eat
meat af the three meals.

The 6thor days—that is to say, Wed-
nesdays, Fridays, and the two Saturdays
mentioned above, are fast days.

In
Manitoba the Catholics bave not equal
educationa! rights with the mmjority of
the Protestants there; and the church
of which Dean Carmichael is a distin-
guisbed member bas itself explained
that it was nobt accorded equal educsa-
tional rights in the same province. The
worthy dean’s view of equal righta is
about the same as that of those who
started the now defunct “Equal Rights”
movement—that ia, that all the rights
should be given to tbe Protestants, and
none to the Catholics. The second in-
accuracy in the extract is the statement
that the Catholic Church “ bas ever in-
terfered with the pational privileges, in
order to benefit itself.” I the Church
has ever interfered with “naticnal priv.
ileges" it has not been to  benetit itaelf,
but to benetit the souls of the people
whose * pational privilegea” were in-
imical to the laws of God, To tyeat the
Caurch as & “foreign power’ is exceed
ingly ridiculous, and savors of the
A.P.A. Why, you might as well, with
as much reason, treat the Goapel as a
foreign power, because Qur Siviour was
a foreigner! Ii Christ is to be re
garded by Capadian and American
bigots as a foreigner, and a Jewish
foreigner at that, we cannot quarrel with
them for regarding His accredited repre-
sentative as a foreigner too. To be
logical, they must treat both as
foreigners; mnd reject the Gospel as in-
terference from a foreign power. They
have not yet gone so far as that; bnt
that will be the legitimnte outcome of
their bigotry, if they keep on in their
present path.

CATHOLICS AXD CHARITABLE
BEQUESTSs.

An official staiement bas been pub-
lished showing the smouunt of money
left fcr charitable or benevolent purposes
by teatators throughout the United
Siates during the past three years. The
figures, which are instructive, prove
these brqueats for the year 1897 were
$1.000,000 in excens of those for 1895, In
1895 the begnesta amounted to $9,401 -
500, in 1896 to $13 112,300 and in 1897 to
$14,374 800. Of the more than $14,000,
1 00 bequenathed lzal year $6,204 600 was
designated for charitable purposes, $2,
878 000 for missionary purposes and $5,
292,200 for educational purposes. The
principal testators in 1807 were William
Lampson, Le Roy, N. Y., $500 000; Lewis
Crozer, Chester, Pa,, $750000; George
M., Pullman, Chicago, I, #1,380,000,
and Charles H. Contoit, New York city,
§600,000. The figures are:

The love of learning has always been
conspicuous among the virtues of Irish-
men, 2s the chequered hiatory of their
country proves beyond the shadow of a
doubt. It is unnecessary to recall the
years—the early centuries of the Chris.
tian era—when Ireland was not only the
famed university of Europe, but was
alsu, in the words of that sweet singer,
Denis Fiorence McCartby, ** Faith's fore-
most pharos {0 the benighted West.” It
is a matter of history. Nor is it needful
to dwell upon the great, the marvellous
progress made during the last half cen-
tury by the masses of the Irish people—
the vast majority of them Catholic and
poor—in primary and intermediate edu.
cation. Everybody who reads the news-
papers is aware of this gratifying fact.
It has been the result of the provision of
faculties for gquenching the thirst for
learning which is characteristic of the
race—a thirst which the cruel penal
laws, which forbade under pain of a
terrible death the education of Irith
Catholics, lasting as they did for nearly
two ceniaries, could not destroy.

1t is with respect to university educa-
tion that the Irish Catholics suffer a
grievous ipjustice today. They have
borne this injustice, indeed. for many
centuries. The Irish hierarchy have on
several occasions denocunced this injus-
tice, and demanded its removal. When
that illustriouastatesman, Mr. Gledstone,
made an honest endeavor, many years
£g0, to remove it partially—so far aa he
dared, considering the bigotry that ex:
isted amongst Lis {ollowers and the Tory
opposition, his measure was declared by
the hierarchy Lo be altogether inade-
quate; and the consequence was that
the Trish Catholic members of parlia-
ment, ever gbedient to the bebests of
their spiritual leaders, voted against it,
and put the Gladstone party out of oflice
by their votes. Recently the Salisbury
Government has declared its willingneasj
to take up the question again; and Mr.
A.J. Balfour bas acknowledged that Irish
Catholics have a grievance in this con-
pection. But there is no eign of any
practical step being taken to accede to
tbe just demand of the Jrish Catholics
for n state-aided Upnivemity ; for & uni-
versity supported out of their own taxes.
The Protestant minority have for cen
turies had their own university, that of
Trinity Coliege, founded by Queen
Elizabeth, and endowed with the con-
fiscated property of lrish Catholics, and
founded for the express purposes of
destroying the Catholic faith in Ireland.
They have also their Protestant Queen’s
Colleges, maintained by the taxes of
Catholics as well as Protestants. But
the Catholic majority have been treated
al! along asif English law still recog-
nized the odious principle of Protestant
ascendancy in Ireland, and as if BMr.
