The followers of Mezzini never
cease their plotting ; and it now turns out that Gari-
baldi himself is in the field, to raise insurrcction in
the very heart of the Auwstrian Empire itself. His
emissaries have been eundesvoring to provoke revolu-
tiou in Dalmatia and other Austrian terrizories; and
the King's ministers have found themselves obliged

AUSTRIA.

It would seem thet Austria i3 not going to Field
up ber last possession in Italy without a great and
bloody struggle. Here, for example, is some impor-
tant news communicated to the Turin papers:—
% The Armoniu of Turin states that the Prussian le-
gation have communicated to the Italian Govera-
wment & note from Austria, in which that Power de-
clares that she would regard as a casus belli any en-
try of volunteers upon Austrian territory. The fol-
lowing letter from Verona shows the excitement
which was occasioned by news of the ezpeditien oa
the other side of the border:—‘Veruna, May 15.
This hes been a day of grest apprehensions, bopes,
and fears. Persons arrived from beyond the Mincio,
and others who descended from the Tyrol, related
that Garibaldi, with 6,000 volunteers, had attempted
an invasion by the Stelvio in the Italian Tyrol. A
great pumber of our compatriois set out by railway
for Treato, in order to get some intelligence. In
reality they cbserved a great movement among the
troops. The officers assembled in groups on the
Listone of the Pirzzi Breen and in the cufes, the dis-
ordered state of their countenances denoting that
they were agitated by serious thoughts. Later, a
battalion of Chasseurs set out by the Tyrol railway:
it was followed in the seame direction by unother bai-
talicn of the line. But a letter, which has just ar-
rived from Brescin—and which, in spite of the po-
lice, I have scen—informs me that your government
hes discovered all, and that it bas errested a great
namber of volunteers, and among them Col. Nullo.
Here Austrin pretends to disarm, and at the same
time works incessantly. Sbeis at work on the Po-
lesine, on the Adige, at Mantua, on the Tyrol rond,
and kere at Verona, The forts of Pastrengo are al-
ready completed, and other fortifications are being !

A MODEL BISEOP,
N¥OT AN ANGLICAX.

lo common, we suppose, witk the rest of the world,
we have been reading the new work of the illnstrious
exite, Victor Hugo, of which two volumes have lately
been published, under the somewbat uzcomfortabie
general title of Les Miserables. The curtain rises and
discovers M. Charles-Francois Bienvenu Myriel,
Bishop of D——, which see, we are told, he held from
1806 to 1813, the time at which the scene opens ; and
we have been so struck with the descriptiou of kLis
Gallic lordship, owing probably to the similarity
which his habits and conduet exhibit to thosé of his
Anglican right rev. brethren that we are tempted to
reproduce the more salient parts of it, for the edifica-
tion of our readers, clerical and lay.

M. Myriel, son of a Gounsellor of the Parlinment of
Alx (noblesse de robe), had married young, emigrated
at the Revolation, lost his wife by sickness, returned
to France childless and a priest, and was curate of
Brignolles (Provesce) in 1804. Having oceasion to
vigit Parig, he went to solicit Cardinal Fesch, on be-
nalt of his parishioners, aud met the new Emperar,
who, seeing bimself the object of curiosity to the ald
curate, turned suddealy round, and asked, * Who is
this honest man who Is looking at me 7" ! Sire an-
swered Myriel, f you see an honest map,! a great
man ; each of us may profit by the sight.” Theeame
evening Napoleon nsked the Cardinai the curate's
vame, and sometime afterwards, M. Myriel was all
astonishment at legrning that Le was appointed DBis-
hop of D——. He tock possession of his see, accom-
panied by a maiden sister aud one female servant,
Madame Magloire, under the joint title of femme de
chambre to Mademoiselle, and housekeeper 1o Man-
seigneur.

The episcopal palace ndjoined the hogpital, and wus
a vast and bnndsome stone residence; the hospital
was & narrow house of only one storey, with a small
garden. Three days after bis iostallation the bishop
visited the hospital, and at tho end of his visit begged
the director to favour hitm with a call. ¢ Sir, asked
he, "how many patients have you at thizs moment ?
¢ Twenty-tix, Moosigneur. ¢Just the number {
counted! fThe beds quoth the director, “are
terribly crowded.” ‘Just what I remarked.! ‘ The
wards are mere roows, and it is difficult to get fresh
air into them./ ‘'Just what struck me’ ¢And
then when we do ges a little sunshine, the garden is
sadly confined for the convulescents. *Just what I
said to myseif’ ‘In cases of typhus and other
epidemics, we heve sometimes u huadred patients,
and don’t know what to do with them.! 'The very
thonght which occurred to me. *There is notling
for it but resignation.’ This conversation took place
in the dining roow, a long and wagnificent grllery,
opening on the gardens, nnd in which a former bishep
entertained & number of other Princes of the Church
on July 29, 1714, an event commemorated in golden
letters engraved on a markle wblet, Qur bishop, after
a moment’s silence, nddressed himseli suddenly to the
director -~ How muxny beds, gir, do you think this
hall alone would hold ? My lord’s dining-room !
exclaimed the astonished director,” The bishop looked
round the hall, as if calculaving the dimensions ¢ It
would hold twenty beds well) gaid Le to himself;
then, raising his voice, ‘ I'll tell you what, M. le
Directear, there hag evidently been a mistake lere;
you are twenty-six persons in five or six little rooms;
we are three bere, with room for sixty. 'Tis all a
mistake, as I bave said; you have got my dwelling,
and [ yours; so give me up my house, and make
yourseives at howe here) Next dey the six-and-.
twenty poor patients were installed in the bishop's
palace, and the bishop was in the bospital.

M. Myriel had no property, his family having Leen
tnined by the revolution ; his sister received a pension
of 500 fruncs which, at the living, sufliced for their
personal expeuses, As bishop, M. Myriel reccived
from Goverament & selary of 15,000 francs. The
very day on which he took up Lis residence at the'
hospital he arranged the employment of this som,

-once for all, in the following manner. We transeribe .

. The custom beiog for bishops to aflix their bap-
lizmal names to their mandates end pastoral letters,
the poor country people, by a sort of affectionaze ia-
stinct, had chosen among the Christian names of thei:
bishop that which had convesed to them & measing ;
nnd they always celled him Monaigreur Dienvenu—
my Lord Welcome ; and we will follow their example.
Indeed, the appellation plemsed him. ‘I like that
name,' be used to say. * The Welcome makes smends
for My Lord." But though our bishop had converted
his carriage into alms, he did oot therefore omit his
circuits ; and though the diocese of D—— is a fatigu-
ing one, with few plains, pleaty of mountains, and
scarcely any roads; aud though it is no joke to
have to visit some 350 clerical establishments, be,
nevertheless, accomplished the task. He went
Ou feot if the place was in the neighbourhood,
in & carriole (or covered car) it it was in the plaip,
and in a casolet (R sort of litter on a mule) amope
the mountaing. Ouae day he arrived at Senez, an an-
cient episcopal town, mounted oo an ass. The Mayor
came to receive him at the door of the palace
aod looked quite shocked at seeing him dismount,
while sowe of the burgesses laughed outright, « Mr.
Mayor and gentlemen,” snid the bishop, “I see what
Beandalises you ; you think it great presumption in s
poor priest to ride au auimal of the same species as
that which carried Jesus Christ. I assure jou I have
done it frem necessily, und not from vamity,"—
And  with this witty and practical reproof of
that most unbecoming and inconsistent of vices,
episcopnl pride and pomp, we take lenve of our
good Bishop of D . We have only to adé
that the whole account of this exemplary PErsonage
of which we bave given but the abridgment, has every
sppearunce of being a true portrait from the life ; and
topographical deteils which occur in  subsequent
pages, would point at Digoe or Provence, as the dio-
cege in question,

ANotHBR GreAaT Fivanciat Fravp v 1us Usmiveo
SraTes.—In New York it bas been discovered that s
lurge over issue of the bords of the State of Indiana
Las taken place, It is suid that this over iseue in
New York have reached two millions of dollars, and
itia thonght that the amount of fraudulent bonds
sent {o Burope may be two or three times that amount.
The State suthorities appear to bave ncted in an in-
famous manner. They used yearly w0 send & book
filled with debentures perfected annd signed by the
Indians authorities, but requiring the siguature of
the ageat in New York.—No check was kept upon
thege boolts, buwever, nor were they returned when
the blanks were supposed to be exbausted. In this
way every facility for fraud was given. Some six
ago, moreover, the State authorities discovered what
WS poing v, butitis said concealed the fact, be-
cause they feared its discovery would be isjurious te
the eredit of the State at the time it was negociatiog
. war loan, At the same time that they took no
steps to protect the public or punish the wrong-doers,
however, they pngsed a law declaring that the State
should not be linble for over-issues. [t is said that
by coocealing tbe felony, these persons have made
themselves linblo to a criminnl proscention, which the
N. Y. Herald hopes will be strictly enforced agsinst
them. — Montreal Herald,
