As Brother Kromer speaks of the time
when “the word Protestant was inven-
ted,” we will refresh his memory about
the matter, and about the circumstances
under which and because of which the
“word” was “invented.” by turning him
to the facts. The self-styled Reformers
derived the name “Protestant” from an
unquenchable spirit of intolerance. In
1529 the Diet of Spire made an effort to
pat a stop to the deeds of violence by
which the self-styled Reformers were
desolating Germany. It enjoined that
where the new religion had introduced
itself it should be unmolested, but that
the Sacrifice of the Mass should also be
permitted in all the states for those who
wished to attend it, and that the princes
of the states of the empire should mutu-
ally observe Feaee, and that nobody
should be .molested on account of his
religion. Agaimat this the Reformers,
and the Reformed princes whom the
gelf-styled Reformation placed at the
head of the Reformed “Church” in each
state, entered their famous “Protest,”
from which the Reformers took the name
of * Protestants.” Let the Protestant
historian, Hallem, refresh the memory
of our forgetful brother. Hallem thus
chrenicles the event: “They declared
in the famous protestation of spire, which

THE LATE CARDINAL LAYV.
1GERIE.

Obsequles at Algievs,

The obseyuies of the late Cardinal
Archhbistiop took place at Algiers on Vri-

podulation, all the shops being closyd
Six Bishops were present, Mgr. Combs,
Bishop of Constantine, who was deeply
moved, otliciated, anid delivered a pane-
gyric, oatliniug the work of the deceased,
which he said is imperishable. The
function of the Church began at eight
and ended at ten, The Governor-Gen”
eral and all the military and civil
anthorities were present. As the cortege
emeryed from the sacred edifice, military
honors were paid to the remains. An
enormous crowil followed, the windows,

balconies, and terraces, and every avail-
able point of view being occupied by
spectators.  The shigs in port had their
flags at balf-imast.  Two salvos of artil-
lery of twelve cannon shots were fired
at the beginning of the ceremony, and
when the body reached the admiralty,
an'{ two others at the moment when the
body was received on board the Cosmao.
Upon the arrival of the cortege at the
Admiralty the coflin was placed upon a
catafalque, and the last prayers having
been said, it was lowered to a sinall boat
adorned with red draperies, which con-
veyed it tothe Cosmao. where it was
received by the captain with the custom-
ary honors, It was then deposited in a
chupelle ardente, situated in the battery.
At the moment of embarking M Cam-
bon, the Governor-General of Algeirs,
delivered the following furewell dis-
course—“The moment has come—and
I cannot bring myself to comply with
the request of the Archbishop of Algiers!
T cannot let the man whose coffin all
France to day salutes leave without a
word of. farewell. The Cardinal wijled
that bis body shonld be transplanted to
Carthage, but he has left us his heart.
It was here, in fact, gentlemen, that the
Cardinal conceived and pursved the
grand work of his life, and that at a {ime
when no one «hought of Africa. Tune
Cardinal had dreamed of conguering
Africa for France and civilization, and
he had carried out that undertaking like
a good Frenchman and a goold European.
He was the precursor on African soil of
all those courageous travellers, those
sattors and soldiers who seemn to revive
amony us the glory of the Conquerors of
the New World. And all through his
life this valiant man struggled, God
knows, at the cost of what vexations
sometimes! He was bhorn for action.
He was one of those minds thas all pro-
gress attracts, and the anxiety how first
10 realise the end to be attained wholly
preoccopies. It was thus he sided with
the Republic. He often said to me him-
self, *1 am the servant of s Master they
could never shut up in a tomb.’ Let me
be allowed to say also how gentle and
tender to those he loved was Cardinal
Lavigerie, constant in his affections, and
olways firing with his generous ardour
thosé who came nearhim. His memory
will be dear to them, end France, he
so loved, will clierish his remembrance
