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dated the 1st of March 1909, was then brought up and
read.

Article 1 being read, the same were agreed to.

Articles 2 and 3 being read, the same were agreed to.

Article 4, being read, the same was amended by substi-
tuting the word “Cadieux” for the word “St. Dominique”
and by striking all the words after the word, “St. Laurent”
in the 7th line and replacing them by the following: “Tho
whole in accordance with article 348 of the City charter,
as amended by the present law.”

And so amended, the same was agreed to.

It was,

Resolved: That the following article be added in the
proposed amendments to the City charter.

Art. 300, par. 92, is amended by striking out the last part
of said paragraph and substituting the following thereof:

Every person bound by- law or by the by-laws of the
Council to keep any sidewalks or roofs in good order shall
be responsible to the City for the damages resulting from
the bad state of said sidewalks or roofs as well as for any
infraction of the law or by-laws in this conneection, and
may be called in warranty by the City in any suit imsti-
tuted against the latter for the recovery of such damages
izmd shall be held to indemnify the gaid City for amy con-
demnation on such suit.

The actions in warranty taken in virtue of the above
paragraph shall be governed by the rules of procedure
concerning simple warranty under the common law.
