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ARTICLE 6
Computerization
The Contracting Parties shall cooperate in the computerization of customs procedures and
formalities, with the aim of facilitating trade between them.
TITLE I

MUTUAL ASSISTANCE

ARTICLE 7
Scope of assistance

1. The customs authorities shall assist each other, either on request or on their own
initiative, by providing appropriate information which helps to ensure the proper
application of customs legislation and the prevention, investigation and combating of any
breach of customs legislation.

2. All assistance under this Title by either Contracting Party shall be performed in
accordance with its relevant laws, rules and other legal instruments and within the limits
of its customs authority’s competence and available resources.
