More than 19,000 service men and women and their dependants were
placed in lodgings during the first three months of 1943 by Y,W.C.4,
rooms registries throughout Canada, the’figure representing an increase
of 10,000 over the corresponding period in 1942, |

For two years the Y ,W,C.A. has taken part in the Ontario farm
service force plan by operating and supervising farﬁ service force
camps for girls from 16 to 18 years, In 1942 these camps prdvided for
2,159 girls, The British Columbia government commenced in May or-
ganizing a farm service force patterned on the Ontario project and
turned to the national Y ,W.C,A., for assistance in operating and super-
vising the camps,

Under the Ontario govermment!s plan, 54,300 persons were recruited
in:19M2 as farm workers, compared with about 40,000 in 1941, The plan
for 1943 envisages use of 100,000 persons,
