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COL~UMBIA RIVER TflEATY SIGNED

At the signing ceremony' of the Columbia
River Treaty, in Waishingtoni, on January 17,
Prime I4inister Diefenbaker described the
Treaty as one of the great j oint adi ievemnents
of the 'twentieth century.

'l'ne Columbia River Treaty 15s more ta
blueprin~t for technical and ecônomic develop-
ment"~, he declared. '"1t is a symbol of intel-
ligent partnership between nations. It shows
what can be done vdien there exi.sts a mutual
desire for progress."

"Nations have disagreements and differences
as d~o the closest af frietids. The United
States and Canada h'ave flot been wîthout dis-
agrèeieents in thie past. We shall have differ-
ences in the future, bu* we shalh seule them
in aiity and with mutual goodwill and con-
structive understandîng. Friendship is flot
like the passitig of the seasons. It camnot he
talcên for granted or neglected. 11t ±requjires
constant vigilance. The Thbric off our common
aspirations wilI niot be damaged sa long as we
continue ta approach joint problemsn in a
