2. All payments to members of the C.E.F.
Overseas were made out of moneys at the
credit of the Dominion Government in the
Bank of Montreal, London, which moneys
were received from the Imperial Govern-
ment by way of advances for war purnposes,
at par, so that no benefit accrued to the
Dominion Government by reason of ex-
change. Balances of pay and allowances
held in England by Canadian soldiers were
on their return to Canada converted into
Canadian dollars at the par rate of ex-
change.. The expenditure necessary to pro-
vide for this conversion being charged to
Vote 544, 1919-1920.
