Mr. BENNETT: I thought I had made
it clear that it was issued by His Majesty
in London.
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Right Hon. R. B. BENNETT (Prime
Minister): A few days ago the hon. member
for Winnipeg North Centre (Mr. Woods-
worth) spoke of the desirability of members
of the house being able to obtain a copy of
the draft annotated agenda submitted by
the preparatory commission of experts. I
have looked into the matter since and with
the consent of the house it is proposed to
ask that copies be printed in English and
French for distribution to members of the
house. I have not made the motion to-day,
in order that the leaders of the opposition
might be able to determine what numbers
they think should be printed both in English
and French. I will make the motion on
Friday in the light of the knowledge which
by that time will have been received as to
the number of copies thought desirable to
print. Representations have been made that
some hon. members would like to have a copy
or two, rather than a single one, in order that
they might be able to discuss matters with
some of their constituents.

1. The Civil Service Commission has issued
a temporary certificate at the request of the
Department of Justice for the temporary
employment not exceeding three months from
the 16th January, of Lieut.

Craig.

2. As the department has stated that it is
necessary that the person filling this position
should have some experience in auditing and
accountancy, and as Colonel Craig is a char-
tered accountant, he was selected on the
recommendation of the department to tempor-
arily fill the vacancy. His application does
not indicate that he has had any experience
in the administration of penitentiaries.
