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but he gave bis reasons for it, anid cited par-
liainentary precedents for it. And if my hon.
friends wilI turn to page 5, they will find he
said this:

We are as anxious as anyone else to Ciiscuss
this question as soon -as we can, but I should
like the bouse and the publie ýto realize that
these measures are now in effect as a resuit of
thýat decision. They are just as mauch in effect
as the decisions of the goverrument brouglit (lown
in the budget delivered by tbe Minister of Fin-
ance in wbich be says in effect, "These pro-
posais -%ill corne into, effect tonigbt though the
bill dealing with tbema may flot be passed for a
couple of montbs."

I suggest-

Mr. ROSS (Souris) : Go on; go on.

The CHAIRMAN: Order.

Mr. CLEAVER: I don't blame tbem, Mr.
Chairman, at ail].

Mr. FLEMING: Page 5.

The CUAIRMAN: The hon. member
sbould nlot be interrupted.

Mr. GARDINER: What is the matter witb
Charles I now?

Mr. CLEAVER: It is a pretty bitter pill;
I don't blame them for kicking about it.

Mr. FLEMING: First column, page 5.

Mr. CLEAVER: Then, from that day
forward. until-

Mr. MERRITT: 1 rise to a question of
privilege.

Some bon. MEMBERS: Sit down.

Some hon. MEMBERS: Privilege.

Mr. ROSS (Souris): A question of privilege,
Mr. Chairman.

The CHAIRMAN: Order. If I must inter-
pret the rules strictly, a question of privilege
can be raised only when the house is in the
bouse. 1 must ask bon. members to allow the
bon. member for Halton to continue for the
very few moments left this evening, and to
continue without interruption.

Mr. ROSS (Souris): Let him be fair, then.

Mr. CLEAVER: Following on from there;
from that day forward, until December 19.
there was no mention of the Excise Act,
except the facetious question in regard to pig
bristles asked by the bon. member for Calgary
West.

Mr. MERRITT: Mr. Chairman, on a point
of order, can we not have a point of order in
committee?

The DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Order. It
should not be necessary to remind bon. mem-
bers that when a member bas the floor be

Mr. MERRITT: Perbaps it would be well
to let me state my point of order.

Sorne hon. MEMBERS: Sit down.

Mr. MERRITT: The bon. member for
Halton bas said, on bis responsibility as a
member, that on December 5 the leader of
tbe opposition made no statement about the
constitutional aspects of the matter.

Some bon. MEMBERS: Sit down.

Mr. MERRITT: Mr. Chairman, on page
5 I read these words-

Some bon. MEMBERS: Order.

Mr. MERRITT:
Already these policies bave-

Some hon. MEMBERS: Order.

Mr. MERRITT:
-I was going to say, mauidered the constitution
snd sbamnefully flouted parliamnent.

The DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: If the bon.
member wisbes to raise that point and speak
on it, be bas tbat opportunity in this com-
mittee as soon as the hon. member takes bis
seat.

Some hon. MEMBERS: Eleven o'clock.

Mr. GREEN: Eleven o'eloek.

Mr. CLEAVER: Then, Mr. Chairman-

Mr. GREEN: Eleven o'eloek.

The CHAIRMAN: Order; shall I report
progress and ask leave to sit again?

Progress reported.
