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that time indicated the institution of a judi-
cial inquiry, and I quate fram there:

-but not into any particular case. This has been
done already through the order in coundil in con-
nectioji with the case before the committee. The
lnquiry wilI be loto the operation of our security
procedures generally, with a vtew to ascertalning
first, whether they are now adequate in light of
present circumstances for the protection of the
state against subversive action; second, whether
they sufficiently protect the rights of private indi-
viduals in any investigations which are made under
existmng procedures.

I submit ta you, Mr. Speaker, and ta the
house that the terms were sufficient at that
time, and are naw, ta inquire into the case
that is under discussion had not the impro-
priety and unnecessary intervention of the
minister taken place. But that imprapriety
having been created by the Minister of Jus-
tice (Mr. Cardin)-and it is certainly substan-
tiated by everytbing and everyone wha bas
participated, and wba has observed outside
the house-we are now beyond this, and the
minister must rise in the bouse and answer
for the statements he bas mnade, for the
course he has foilowed. This is ail we ask.

A few moments ago the Prime Minister
asked the bon. member for Burnaby-
Coquitlam. (Mr. Douglas) "Wbat mare does
tbe bon. member want"? I suggest, without
putting words into the hon. member's mouth,
that this is wbat we want. We want the
minister ta rise in bis place and answer for
the things that have taken place since that
time. We want bim ta substantiate bis
charges.

That being done, Mr. Speaker, we can
return to the ordinary business of the bouse,
but tram my very humble position irn this
party and on this side of the bouse I must
inform the minister, and the supporters o! the
government, that we wiil not move until this
bappens-

Some han. Memnbers: Hear, bear.

Mr. W:nkler: We will not move into any
other area o! discussion. We wiil not move
into any other area o! business because we
feel this is important flot only ta the mem-
bers of the bouse, but now ta the entire
country.

Now, Mr. Speaker, just for the sake o! the
record, ta see how same o! these things
develap, I refer ta an article wbicb appeared
if the Toronto Telegram an Tuesday, Marcb
8, written by Mr. Douglas Fisher. I do nat
bave ta go thraugh the wbole termns of this
article, but it points out very clearly how this
and other matters are bandled, presumably

by the governmnent, with the press. Here is a
man with whom I have flot always agreed,
and I think ail members of the press gallery
have flot agreed witb him from time to time,
but he has his finger on the key of things.
This is the way this wbole matter was pro-
jected in the first place. I think the minister
had the advantage of the press, so that he
proceeded ta do what he did this week.

Ail we are asking from the goveramnent of
the country for the sake of the members
under suspicion, is that the Minister of Jus-
tice rise in his place and conclude this argu-
ment so that the house can proceed, so that
this despicable situation, created by bimself,
is termlnated by himself, nat on Monday but
today.

Borne hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Mr. Speaker: The Minister witbout Port-
folio, on a point of order.

Hon. John N. Turner <Minister withouf
Portfolio): Mr. Speaker, since there is na
motion or matter of business properly befare
the house I wonder whether the house could
flot be persuaded and you, Mr. Speaker. could
not be convinced that we should move ta a
proper item of business in the bouse, sa that
the matters can properly be substantiated
where they should be substantiated, through
a judicial inquiry-

Mr. Winkler: You beard what I said.

Mr. Turner: -ta take them out of the heat
and passion of thîs place in order that parlia-
ment can get on with the business of the
country.

Borne hon. Members: Hear, hear.
