Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Mr.

That Bill C-203, an act to provide for the amend-
ment of the Territorial Sea and Fishing Zones Act,
be amended in clause 2 thereof by deleting the
proposed section 4. (1), and substituting therefor
the following:

"4.(1) The fishing zones of Canada comprise all
waters adjacent to the coasts of Canada, the natural
resources of whose subjacent submarine areas Her
Majesty in right of Canada has the right to dispose
of or exploit, and such other areas of the sea
adjacent to the coasts of Canada as may be pres-
cribed by the Governor in Council pursuant to sub-
section (1) of section 5A."
