AMENDMENT RELATING TO FARM TRACTORS

Mr. Doug Rowland (Selirk) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-215, to amend the Motor Vehicle Safety
Act (farmn tractors).

Somne hon. Memnbers: Explain.

Mr. Rowland: Mr. Speaker, in very simple terms, the
purpose of this bill is to amend the Motor Vehicle Safety
Act to provide that the Governor in Council may make
regulations requiring farm tractors to be equipped with
safety roll bars or safety cabs, and seat beits and thus
avoid the tragic consequences which have too often
occurred when a tractor has overturned. About 25 farmers
a year lose their lives in Canada through this kind of
accident.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered to
be printed.

AMENDMENT TO EXPAND CLASSES 0F ENTITLEMENT

I arn sure that if such a bill were
introduced by the government, a recommendation would
be required, and I have difficulty in seeing how the hon.
member can make this kind of amendment to an act
without a recommendation. However, I arn only pointing
that out to the hon. member now so that he might reflect
on the difficulty which faces the Chair in the hope that
perhaps in the next few days he might have an opportuni-
ty to enlighten the Chair on how he thinks that this
dif ficulty can be overcome.
