We have, with great regret, voted aginst both reso-
lutions because of the overali poisonous effect the adoption
of the resolution on Zionism would have on the operation
of these resolutions. We have to, consider very carefully the
participation of Canada in any activities that wouid flow
from the adoption of these resolutions. That, of course,
applies to the conference at Ghana and the decade on
discrimination.
