MR. DOMM-IMPOSITION 0F METRIC SYSTEM-REQUESTTHAT
PETITION BE READ

Mr. Bill Domm (Peterborough): N4adam Speaker, 1 have a
very brief point of order arising out of petitions presented in
the House. 1 realize that 1 am appealing under Standing Order
67(8) that the petition may be read on request at the discretion
of the Speaker. 1 advised the Speaker on this same point of
order that on April 5 1 sent a letter to Dr. Koester, Clerk of the
House, which stated very briefly:

Piease bc advised that 1 intend to present the peltton on Tuesday, April 6,
1982, <turing routine procceclings and before introduction of bills. May 1 ask that
the petition presented to the House on April 6 be read by the Clerk according to
Standing Order 67(8) upon your tabling of the report of thc Clcrk of Petitions.

1 request at this time that the main body of the petition be
read into the record.

The second point for which 1 would like to ask your con-
sideration is that because of the urgency of the matter and
because of precedent Citation 695 in Beauchesne, 1 would like
to move, on your ruling of acceptance, for unanimous consent
to have this petition referred, because of its urgency and the
way it is affecting jobs and business in Canada, to the Stand-
ing Committee on Finance, Trade and Economic Affairs in
order that we might be able to caîl witnesses from across
Canada to discuss the urgency of this petiton that now totals
180,000 signatures collected over a period of 12 months.

1 plead witb the Chair to give consideration to this matter,
due to the number of citizens from coast to coast who would

urgently request the House to refer this petition to the appro-
priate committee in order that witnesses may be called and a
proper assessment of the seriousness of the situation can be
made by this government.

Madam Speaker: We had received notice from the hon.
member that he was going to present a petition. In fact, we
received several notices. 1 would remind hon. members that we
appreciate receiving notices as a matter of courtesy to the
Chair because it makes the Chair better aware of the fact that
several members will rise at the time petitions are called. 1
thank the hon. members for sending me those notices.

Now the hon. member would like bis petition to be read. 1
just remind the House that this can only be done with the
unanimous consent of the House. Therefore 1 ask the House; is
there unanimous consent to the proposai by the hon. member
that the petition be read?

POINT 0F ORDER

MR. NIELSEN-READING 0F PETITIONS

Hon. Erik Nielsen (Yukon): Madam Speaker, 1 rise on a
point of order which 1 have raised before. In submitting to you
that the Standing Orders are clear that obtaining unanimous
consent is not the only way that a petition can be read. 1 have
submitted to the Chair previously-and 1 believe the Chair bas
agreed witb me-that the discretion lies witb the Speaker. If
the Speaker chooses to exercise it by requesting unanimous
consent, that is a discretion that is properly within tbe jurisdic-
tion of the Chair. However, 1 submit to you that obtaining
unanimous consent is not the only way in wbich the Chair can
exercise that discretion. If the Chair chooses to do so, as it bas
done today, and seeks unanimous consent, that is one way of
exercising its discretion, but 1 would not like to establish tbe
precedent that the onîy way of doing it would be by unanimous
consent.

Madam Speaker: Pursuant to the Standing Order there is no
discretion except in the case wbere a petition claimed some
personal grievance requiring immediate remedy, in wbicb case
the matter contained tberein may be brougbt in for immediate
discussion.

From what 1 read in the Standing Orders and in Beau-
chesne, there is no discretion on the part of the Speaker. The
Standing Orders are quite clear. 1 will read standing order
67(7) to the bon. member whicb says:

On the next day following the presentatlon of a petition, the Clerk of the
House shail Iay upon the Table the report of the Clerk of thc Petitions-
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
