In the second paragraph, page 14, of the Announcement of the Graduate 
Faculty, "General Statement", a sentence should be added somewhat 
as follows :

"Appointments to the Faculty of Graduate Studies and Research are 
subject to the approval of the Board of Governors on recommendation 
by the Principal".
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
