focus in an effective maaner, did much to secure this fundamental hea ith need « a

safe milk supply,
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The Jousine Co muittee of the Health Ieague made & careful ttudy of the
local situation and arrived at the conclusion previously reported, that vhat {8 neede-
ed is legislation, The committes went 80 far as to draft what they cousidered to
be a desirshle dousing By-law, and subaitted it to the publie authoritics, The
results of their work were incorporated in the Health Survey Report. This suggest-
ed fousing By-law iz printed in full in the booklet, "Health and Housing" of the
Commitiee on Research of the Social Service Council of Canada, and 80 has beon given
Dominion-wide circulation,
