American females at Nuns' Island, under the cir-

cumstances in which I have here described them.

1 was afraid of the consequences at that time, be-

cause I thought that was one of the last things the

priests would be willing to see published ; and that

something coming so near home, would imbitter

some against me, more than any thing I could say

about deeds done at a distance, and in a different

country.

I now take leave of my readers, with a belief

that I have done all that can be required of me,

and with a sincere wish, that while my disclosures

may save some innocent and unsuspecting females

from sufferings like my own, I may be enabled to

spend the rest of my life in retirement and peace,

amongst those who will protect a feeble woman
and her harmless child, and in the midst of the

blessings of virtuous society.
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
