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Paradise of God :" Rev. ii. 7. " He that overcomolh

shall not be hurt of the second death :" ib. 11. " To
him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden

manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the

stone a new name written, which no man knoweth
saving he that hath received it :" ib. 17. '*' And he

that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the

end, to him will I give power over the nations : and

he shall rule them with a rod of iron ; as the vessels

of a potter shall they be broken to sliivers ; even as

I received of my Father. And I will give him the

morning star. He that halli an ear, let him hear

what the Spirit saith unto the churches :" ib.
