To-day the bakers have agreed )
bake plain bread in loaves of a pound
and a helf weight. We have been
paying six cents each for such loaves
for some time past; but it is under-
stood that many of the bakere will sell
thé pound and a hailf for five cen's.

ward a deterloration in quality, as five

{ éenta for twenty ounces or six cents

for‘ twenty-four ounces is a fair price
at present market ratés. ;

The law does not permit bakers te
sell fahcy bread, that is bread of su-
perior quality in weights over twelve
ounces, otlierwise they would be glad
to ‘give sixtéen ounces for this price.

It will take
Bome time for quality and price to ad-
just themselves to the new conditions,
and by that time the reformers wiil
probably find some good reason for *&-
turning.-to the methods we have now
abandoned. ‘Whatever occurs, We
must not éxpect to get six cents’ worth
ob bread for five.

NO SEA WALL,

Consistency at least underijes theé
action of the board of works in cut-
ting $2,268,226 off the estimates, the
amount dhcluded for the sea wall,

t4 the Humber. Theére is no doubt of
the need of the wall, whose protection
of the foreshore opposite High Park
alohe will save s large sum yearly.
However the newspapers are in a par-
simonious mood and persuaded the
bpeople they could not afford to make
a profitable investment in the Bloor-
street viaduct. The board of works
seems to have reasoned that if we
cannot afifond -revenue creating profit-.
able works, we cannot afiford: non-pro-
duetive works, and the sea wall mnuét
wait for a later géneration of alder-
men and controllers.

GOOD ROADS AND THE MOTOR
h ¢

In proposing e tax on motor cars
gccording to the horse-power, the On-
tarfo Good Roads Asscclation havé
adopted a sound principle. Horse-pow-’
or is directly in propofition to &peed,
and speed Is the. factor of most im-
portance to be considered in éstimat-
g the injury done to roads by motor
cars. Revenue derived ¢n  this -way
should, of course, Be applled ‘to the
construction and malntemance of géod
roads. - - R

The desire for direct'and responaible
sdministration is extending in every
direction, and it s’ not remarkable
thepetore that the  filemds of good
road, noting the successful operation
of the Niagara Falls Queén's Park
commission and other provipcial bod-
les of the kind, ehouid desire to have
the good roads activities of Omtdrio
grouped - under .a compatént - commiis-
slon. Hitherto the public works de-
partment has done very good service in
dealing with the provincial rodds, and
the government is unlikely to nrake
any change while matters aré on 60
satisfactory a footing. There is need,
however, for extending the interest in
good roads to mew districts, a,r}d this
work in the absence of a commission
is lkely to deyolye upon the Good
Roads Association.

CONGRESS AND RECIPROCITY.

By continuing their filibuster auring
the expiring hours of the United States
congress the recalcitrant Republican
senators have deprived President Taft
of the advantage he hoped to gain
thiu the homologation of the reciproc-

ity measure. Control of the situation
| now passes to the Democrats, who
have a majority in the house of repre-
sentatives and may, with the aid of the
insurgent Republican members, have
their way in theé senate also. Canadian
governmeént organs are prophesying
rapid and easy approval of the reci-
procity deal, but the wish is respons-
dble for the thought. The president’s
object was to defeat more extensive
tariff reduction and went so far as to
indicate that if the last congress car-
ried out his recommendation, he would
defeat further change In the tariff
schedulées. The Democrats may not,
however, commit themselives to 2a
coursé which would deprive them of
the benefit attaching to a real effort
to fulfil their public pledge.

The situation that has developed in
the United States exposes the weéak-
ness of the policy pursued by the Do-
minion Government. Had Maessrs.
Fielding and Paterson not jumped so
readily at the presidential bait, Canada
would have remained absolutely 1ires
to act in whatever way and to what-
ever extent the national interests re-
quired. In all probability all that they
obtained by process of bargain would
have been obtained without secrifice of
Canadian fiscal independence or open-
ing the door to continentallsm. Mean-
time the people of the Dominién have
good reason to resent the position they
now occupy as the direct consequence
of entanglement with the Republican
party manoeuvring. The senate ex-
tended scant courtesy to the reciproc-
ity deal ‘and share the humiliation
President Taft must feel over his fail-
ure to obtain oongressional sanction.

New French Cabinet Draws Up
Declaration—Railroad Employes
fo Be Taken Back.

—

PARIS, March.5.—The new cabinet
met to-night and drew up the declar-
ation which will he delivered in the
chamber of deputies to-morrow. This
declaration says that in the interests
of social peace, the, raliroad employes
of the state who were dismiseed at the
time of the recent strike will be taken

back into, service, with the exception
of thoge who were gulity of gross in-
subordinatfon and destruction of pro-
perty. The railroads not under state
supervision will be requosted to act
similarly with regard 1o their em-
ployes.

The declaration outlines the govern-
ment’s policy in respect to the laws,
the laicisation of the schools, social re-
form and foreign affairs. It-affirms
the government’s detrmination to pur-
sue & policy of pacification, hased upon
the one hand on a system of ententes
and alliances, and on the other on a
strong army.
