LARAWAY I8 GUILTY.

The Chorge of Robbing the Canadian Maily
at Detroit Praved -Affeeting Soceme
With His Family.

Detroit, Mich., March. 5.—The trial of
Henry Laraway, charged with cutting
open and rifling mail pouches at the
Fort:street Union Depot was conclud-
ed In the United States Court to-day.

CITY’S ASSESSMENT BILL.

Mr. Crawford moved the second read- ‘
ing of the Dbill to amend the Assess-
ment Act, which i promoted by the
city of Toronto. The bill provides that

Some of ti questions ~of
assessment are of great dmportance,
and he would like some provision by
which the assessments of great cor-
porations should be subject to appeal
to the Court of Appeal, where an au-
thoritative decision might be ob-
tained. The bil] might be referred to
the Municipal Committee.

Mr. Howland regretted that in the

Lord
Ggorge Germaine was tried after the bat-
tle of Minden for mon-compliance with or-
ders. He was ordered by Prince Ferdinand
of Brunswick, commander-in-chief, to ad-
vanee to his left and follow the infanty,
He sald to the Prince’s aide-de-camp : “Go
back and ask what he means. I do not
understand the order.” For this message
he was tried and dismissed the service.
Lord Lucan, comumanding the cavalry bri-
gage In the Crimea, was precigely in the
same predicament, but with this well-
known case before him he sent no mes-
suge back, and gaye the order to advance.
The error is mow well known. From the
position of the headquarters staff, the Red-
ans, deserted by the.Turks, could be plainly
seen, but in the valley below Lord Lucan
could not see them, but he could see the
Russian artillery, and he acted on his oyn
interpretation 6f the order.

It was Lord Lucan who stated the un-
deniable politieal truth, ‘“‘that so long as
the British constitution was a sham, it
was the finest thing in the world.”
