His record was all that could be de-
sired; he was a good business man, and
that was the kind of a representative West
Toronto wanted.

Mr. Thomas Crawford was received with
a storm of applause, He thanked his poll-
tical friends und opponents and the city
press for their kindly sympathy for him in
nis bereavement, ana ‘tueir words of appre-
ciat'on regarding his deceased father. He
was gratitied that not one of his opponents
had during the afternoon disapproved of
any single act of his during the past four
years, and toought it a good reason for
Sis re-eleetion, |

Mr. Crawford then dealt with the finan-
cial issue and claimed that, instead of a
surplus, the Government had a deficit of
$5,000,000. Sir Richard Cartwright, during
the investigution . of the Dominion andg
provincial accounts at Otiawa, afer a short
time in committee said hie had found a de*
ticit of $3,000,000 in Ontario’s finances. It
was safe to say that if Sir Richard had
steyed In the committee a little longer
he would have discovered tne rest of tae
deficit, He hoped that neither in this nov
in the next generation would a government
be as long in power as this one had been.

In the Government’s treaiment of the tim-
ber interests of the province they had done
an irveparable injury .o the workmen of
Ontario. In this, as in many other in-
stances, they had practiced their double
dealing. And when the speaker had intro-
duced a motion in the Legislature that only
British subjects should be employed in
the construction of railroads in Ontarlo,
the Government would not accept it; they
would have no retaliatory measure on On-
tario’s statute books, but they adopted an
am«ndment that no ecitizen of a country
with an alien labor law Should be so em-
ployed. This was an 1 ce of labor
legislation forced on the GoOyernment by
the Opposition. \

Touching the Government's | high moral
pretences, Mr, Crawford showed their
double game in the liquor issu¢. They had
given way before the persudsion of the
corporations {in their back-lown on the
Sabbath - Obgervance Act. He had once
thought the {Liberals were less susceptible
to such infldence than others, but both in
Toronto a¥d at Ottawa they had shown
themselvgs more under the grip of mono-
polies, hich were the great menace to
all government in this country, than the
Conservatives had ever been,

The Liberal Canddate.

Dr, Spence touched ppon the issues rals-
ed by Mr. Crawford, For his part, he said,
he had more sympathy with corporations
than witn individuals. He asked if Mr,
Crawford was not himself in favor of tak-
ing the Cattle Market franchise from the
city and giving it to a corporation. The
Government's timber policy was the re-
sult of the presentation of the men inter-
ested in the lumber trade, and neither Lib-
erals nor Conservatives had any right to
take credit for it.

Dr. Pyne said his idea was not vislonary,
and B, A, Macdonald looked askance as the
Doctor added: “And I don’t think the aque-
duct scheme is visionary, If I am elected, I
am going to move for a committee of the
House to invéstigate it.” ;

He next denounced the Government for
discouraging the dead meat industry, and
told how 15 or 20 carloads of cattle were
shipped from Toronto every week to Buf-
falo, where it was sold at 4c or 5c¢ live
weight, and was then sold in Toronto
restaurants again as steak at 25¢. He also
touched lg)on the Government's derogatory
nickel and timber policy, and, in reply to
a question by E. A. Macdonald, he promis-
ed to bring in a bill, if necessary, to se-
cure a seat for every man, woman and
child who paid street car fare.

Mr. Charles Caldwell was applauded by
party men present, He shouted in accent-
ed tones his campaign slo at the start.

Lively Proceedings in St. Paul’s Hall
at the Nomination.

Each Candidate Declared His Political
Creed—The Doctor Pratsed the Hardy
Government—The Ex-Member Revelled
in Statisties of Mismanagement - ¥r.
Rowell Helped Dr, Dewart.

At the North Toronto nominations, held
in St. Paul's Hall, a large number of citl-
gens of that riding gathered and consider-
dable Interest was shown in the addresses
of the c¢andidates. Promptly at 12 o'clock
the returning officer, Sheriff Mowat, mount-
¢d the platform and called for nominations:

Shortly after this announcement was made
Senator Gedrge A, Cox handed in the nom-
ination papers of B, Hartley Dewart, min-
Iste‘xl‘, whieh were seconded by Siapleton
Caldecoit.

Dr. R. J, Wilson, seconded by Miles
Vokes, nominated George Frederick Marter,
gentleman. & :

Before the time for receiving nominations
bad expired Mr. E. T. Maloue, seconaeg
by Alex, Wheeler, nomipated Newton W.
Kowell, barrister. to give nim a chance to
address the electors on behalf of Dr. Dew-
art, in whose favor he afterwards retived.

The Liberat Candidate.

Dr. Dewart was given a good reception.
He said there was no reason that the
Hardy Government should be turned out.

Cries of ““Yes there are.”

He claimed that they had a good record,
and said that the men who had succeeded
Sir Oliver Mowat were just as loyal as the
Administration beaded by Ontario’s Grand
Old Man. There had been a charge made
that Ontario’s public institutions were too
expensive, but these appropriations had
been nearly all n:igreed to by the Opposi-
tion. The expenditure each year had n
less and it was absurd to compare the pre-
sent expenditure with that of Bandfield
Macdonald. The increased cost of running
departments was caused by the extra effi-
cleney. In Sandfield Macdonald's time there
was no money voted for railway expendi-
tures, Mr. Marter says there is no sur-
plus; well, there is nothing criminal in
that.
