Madrid, May 4.—The French Government 

has intimated to the Cabinet that It would 
regret to see the exterior debt of Spain 
taxed or the rate of Interest redeced. In­
asmuch as Spanish stocks are mostly held 
by Frenchmen, such a measure would be 
calculated to hinder Spain's negotiations In 
the financial market, should she again need 
assistance. The foregoing communication 
Is dne to repeated report* that Spain bad 
in contemplation such a step, which has 
caused much anxiety to Spain's foreign 
créditera.
