ONTARIO EDUCATIONAL DEPART­
MENT.

The post-prandial oratory of Premier 
Ross Is easier to follow than his patriotic 
poetry. His afternoon speeches are ex­
ceedingly frank and outspoken, and are 
generally very easy to understand. The 
Globe, reporting one of his latest efforts, 
says : “On the question of education Mr. 
Rosa presented Mr. Whitney with a little 
problem which he can study at his leisure. 
Mr. Whitney and his friends charge that 
the system Is very defective, and has 
been growing worse since Mr. Ross took 
charge of It some eighteen years ago.” 
The problem was thus stated by Mr. 
Ross :

“If It be true, as the Opposition al­
leges, that the educational results of our 
school system are so poor, then It must 
necessarily follow that the people of 
Canada—and particularly of Ontario—are de­
clining intellectually, and fast sinking In­
to a state of mental lethargy and positive 
Ignorance which must make Itself appar­
ent In one way or another. Now, what 
proof is there for this? If we compare 
the people of Ontario who are the pro­
duct of our schools with the people or 
any other country, will not the compari­
son be reasonably satisfactory?” “Yea, 
verily,” responds all Ontario, “we are the 
finest people In the world, and, there­
fore, consequently, ‘it must necessarily fol­
low’ that the byways and crooked ways 
and sly ways of the present Education 
Department must be all right.” Some 
people may doubt the logic of this bit of 
Ross rhetoric,such Is the “mental lethargy, 
positive Ignorance and mental paralysis” 
of the public mind. Some folks also are so 
Inquisitive that they want to .know the 
names of the associate examiners ap­
pointed by the Educational Council to 
read the papers this month of all the High 
School students In the province, as well 
as those who will In a few days write 
on the Public school leaving examination. 
But these names are a great departmental 
secret Into which the people are not al­
lowed to pry. No other educational body 
in the world ever refused to publish the 
names of the examiners who value *the 
papers of its students. No college In 
any country ever failed to state months 
beforehand who were to be the examining
