Shot Chum Willie Freeman in the Eye

|liberation. The crime and its sur-
roundings form a chapter of dramatic
interest in the checkered history of
two waifs, both cast upon the restless
current life in widely sepamated
spheres, to cross each other’s path and
form the principal actors in one of
;the most astonishing dramas., The
itragedy possesses all the elements that
|usually contribute to great crimes—
;love, passion, jealousy, greed—and
{these culminated in blotting out the
{life of a little country boy by a man
who is possessed of a religious en-
!thusiasm. The deed was conceived
!with all the cunning of a maniac and
‘écond‘ucted.“’ith such deliberation that
iphysicians, authorities and relatives
{had no suspicion that a crime had

been committed.

Waifs From Slums.

The victim was 15 years old and his
slayer 25. When Willle was nine
months old he was an inmate of the
St. Thomas Industrial Home. His
little life had been moulded amid those
dismal surroundings. Farmer B. D.
Freeman adopted him, gave him, his
name, and reared him in ignorance of
his early history. In 1896 Farmer
Freeman went to Toronto and took
from the Fegan Home a youth as a
bound boy. He said he was 17. The
year before, he wias one of a number
of piece sof humamn drift picked up in
{a Whitecapel cesspool and shipped
{to the new world. His exp2.ieuce had

| been rough and he

for existence under the indifferent
care of a drunken mother and a shift-
{less father. He seemed glad to get
Qut on the farm and worked hard.
His pay was his board and clothes.
Willie the Pet.

‘While Willie was petted as the own
chitd of t,o Frremans, Charles King
did the farm drudgery. By degrees the
difference in their stations in life ap-
peared to embitter King. The climax
was reached Tuesday, when Willie
Freeman was told that he could go to
the IL.ondon Fair. XKing ‘procured a
shot gun, crept partially up the stair-
|way so that he could just see the top
|of the boy’s head as he sat on a shav-
ing horse playing, rested the gun on
|the top step and shot the youth’s head
|off. Then he returned the gun to its

place, walked calmly into the presence
of the family and declared Willie had
shot himself. In the light of recent
developments it seems increditable
that murder was not suspected, but
it was not. A coréner’s jury was em-
panelled, physicians examined Willie's
hody, King’'s testimony was taken,and
the mutilated body of the little fel-
low buried. This was Friday. Ap-
parently the murderer was safe,

King’s 0dd Actions.

“I began to recall the unusual man-
ner of Charlie King about this
time,” said the old farmer in ex-
plaining how he had first had his
suspicion aroused. ‘“‘The hired man
would bring the talk around to the
dead boy constantly. I came sudden-
ly into the room one night where the
coffined remains of my dead boy lay
and found King leaning over the
casket with his hand on the flace of
the corpse. He was white as chalk
and there was a frightful expression
on his face almost ferocious. I could
not get the circumstance out of my
mind once it was fixed, and 1 wired
Toronto for Chief Inspector J. W.
Murray of the Criminal Department.
He easily secured a confession. Ap-
parently the murderer's awful secret
was more than he could bear.”

Murray Saw It AlL

Detective Murray knew murder had
been done instantly, and slowly he
took the criminal over the details,even
having him get astride the wooden
horse on which the body was found
and show how the corpse lay when
he found it. King was amazingly cool
thruout the trying ordeal. The officer
began to fear he could not secure a
confession. King had not up to that
moment been told that he was "sus-
pected. . “Now King,” observed the
officer, “Willie didn't shoot himself
and you know it. That old gun 4 feet
long could not have been fired by that
boy. His face was not powder burn-
ed asg it would have been had he shot
himself. Then, too, the shots were
too much scattéred in the boy’s head
for the charge to have been fired at
short range. I took that gun out be-
fore I talked with you and fired it
several times, and I know that it
blackens an object at three feet. Now,
Willie was shot by some one.”

How He Was Cornered.

“Well, I didn’t do it,” ejaculated the
criminal, but his face was white and
covered with cold perspiration.

“Now, come, I must warn you that
what you say will be used against you,
but you have not told the truth. Tell
us what you know.”

The strain Was too great. :

“King began to sob: . ‘‘Yes, I shot
Willie; shot him in the eye.”

Then the confession was repeated in
detail in the presence of several peo-
ple. The murderr took the gun and
showed exactly how he had fired the
shot.

“Why did I do it? Oh, he was rich.
He had all he wanted. He was to be
the Freemans’ heir. He was going to
the London Fair. He had everything
that I coveted, and I believed with him

Small ears, high cheek bones. and a
marked narrowness between the eyes

Annie Hadden and Annie Trawin
Sink to Death While
Near Dock

HEROIC RESCUE BY JOHN FOX

ﬁJumped Into the Lake and Saved

Bertha Hadden and Flora
Embleton.

Port Hope, Sept. 15.—(Special.)—One
of the saddest drowning accidents this
town has ever witnessed occurred this
evening at 7, when two young women
lost their lives. They were Annie Had-
den, dressmaker, aged 25, daughter of
Capt. Hadden, and Annie Trawin, ap-
prentice, aged 18, daughter of H. Tra-
win, both of this town. The deceased,
with Bertha Hadden and Flora Emble-
ton, had been out for a row in a small
skiff and had returned to the edge of
the east side of the dock.. In endeav-
oring to land, the boat was capsized,

and the four girls, unable to swim, were
thrown into the lake. John Fox was
on gthe dock. He was the only per-
son present. He jumped to the rescue
of the girls, and succeeded in saving
two of them. The others sank. Their
bodies were shortly afterwards recover-
ed, but in spite of all efforts life could
not be revived.

John Fox is the hero of the town, for
he certainly rescued the two girls at
the peril of his own life. He will ba
recommended for the Royal Humane
Association medal.

SUICIDE IN MONTREAL,
