MAYOR HAS HIS DOUBTS

The London Children’s Aid Society 
completed the 25th year of its history 
in November, 1918, the month of the 
year of the close of the great war. 
Secretary W. E Kelly referred to this| 
fact in presenting his report at the| 
annual meeting held in the city council 
chambers yesterday, and also to thei 
fact that Superintendent Joseph Sanders | 
is completing a quarter of a century of 
service in the organization.

Taking over the duties of secretary| 
last June the report covered both the 
work of Mr. Kelly and Mr. Sanders, the 
former giving the inspector for so many 
years due credit for his share.

Six years ago the society was ex­
tended to embrace the County of Mid 
diesex. the statistics representing the 
work on behalf of both city and county. 
No less than 207 children were cared 
for in the shelter on the Wharncliffe 
road in the year ending November 30. 
1918. of whom sixty were soldiers’ 
children.. Only two of the wards have 
died In the past year, one delicate lit­
tle inmate of the shelter who developed 
spinal meningitis and a little ward in a

Made for Home.
A very large proportion of the men 

who came in on the troop train were 
residents of London, and they lost no 
time in going straight to their homes. 
With very few exceptions only those 
men who were bound for points beyond 
this city, and who had to wait over for 
some time for connections, took ad­
vantage of the opportunity offered to 
proceed to Princess avenue school.

Among those who did was one wearer 
of the military medal ribbon. He was 
Pte. Leonard Sargent, who enlisted in 
New Brunswick, but who will in future 
reside here with his wife, who was here 
waiting for him on his arrival. He won 
his decoration on August 8 last. In reply 
to a question as to how he won it he 

Isaid, "Oh. it just came up with the 
rations, and I was lucky enough to grab 
it.” He enlisted with the first contin­
gent, and, in addition to his ribbon, 
wears a. red and four blue chevrons, 
showing more than four years of actual 
overseas service, and three gold wound 
stripes. He was hit the first time at 
the second battle of ïpres, a second 
time at Cite St. Pierre, and a third 
time at Arras last summer.

Wounded Three Times.
Pte. Gordon Coulter of Strathroy, who 

went overseas with the 91st Battalion 
from St. Thomas, was also wounded 
three times, once on the Somme, again 
at Aven and the last time at Cite St. 
Pierre. His home was formerly in Lon­
don, but his family moved to Strathroy. 
while he was overseas. He spent 
twenty-one months at the front.

Corp. Alec Sellars was another mem­
ber of the party with a long record of 
active service. He enlisted here with 
the 18th Battalion and went with that 
unit to England and later to France,

Three hundred and twenty-three, 
cases were up in the juvenile court, of 
which nineteen were committed to the 
society’s guardianship. Concerning 
this, Mr Kelly stated. "We have kept, 
hundreds out of the police court, but| 
there are times when it is unavoidable 
to have the cases tried there, and some| 
times it is deemed the best course.

Society’s Policy.
"Our policy is to keep homes intact 

as far as possible and watch results, 
instead of taking children away from 
parents. Of the number of homes re- 
establish, only one has been a failure.

The board room at the Shelter has 
been sacrificed to be used as an isola­
tion ward. One used emphasized by both 
the secretary and the acting president, 
D. H. McDermid, was that of accom­
modation for infants under two years 
of age. "At present," said Mr. Kelly, 
"we are obliged to leave it to the moth­
ers to dispose of the babies as best 
they can or to ‘farm out’ the little 
ones in the city, contrary to the ma­
ternity boardinghouse act."

In the course of his "acting" presi­
dential address. Mr. McDermid . sug­
gested extension along the line of pro- ) 
viding for babies under two years in 
the Shelter.

The past year, he stated, has been 
one of difficulty for the board, owing 
to the change of matrons and also the 
influenza epidemic. Of thirty-nine chil. 
dren who were down with the epidemic 
at one time, all have recovered. The 
members of the Shelter staff were also 
ill at the same time, and practically 
the only one left on her feet to cope 
with the situation was the mother of 
the matron, a woman of TO years. 
Teachers came to the rescue. Glowing 
tributes were paid to their services as 
V. A. D. workers during the epidemic, 
and also to the other ladies of the city 
who generously helped.

New Matron.
A capable new matron is now in 

charge. Miss Jackson, who was present 
at the meeting yesterday, but did not< 
make any report.

During the war. when the work has 
grown to more than double its pre-war 
proportions, and the cost of living has 
soared, bequest money has been usedi 
for running expenses, along with dona- 
fions. The board members felt that 
while it was desirable to put bequests 
aside as a reserve fund for building 
extension, etc., during the war, it would 
not be advisable to go to the public 
while so many other patriotic and 
charitable appeals were being made. I
