A PREPOSTEROUS CLAIM
.£ That Foreigners Accorded Commercial

Rights Are Immune From Laws.

THE HAGUE, July 27.-K!onttnulng 
his argument, Sir William Robson, at­
torney-general of Great Britain, 
ed the aaertion that after the decision 
In the arbitration caae at Halifax, the 
United States had .paid thç Indemnity 
only after having received assurance 
from the British Government that Bri­
tain had no right to exercise jurisdic­
tion over American fishermen.,

Sir WUllam then dealt with the doc­
trine of international servitudes on 
which the United States based Its 
claims and its rights to fish without 
being subject to British laws. Counsel 
argued that no one would pretend that 
subjects of a foreign state to .whom 
had been accorded" the right to enter 
the ports of another state for the pur­
poses of commerce were uecu irom 
local laws. No logical reason had been 
advanced bv the United States to 
tlfy the exception In the case- of 
eries.

The United States had In no way 
proved that when a treaty was conclud­
ed, the doctrine of universal servitude 
was universally admitted.

In conformity with the tribunal’s 
desire, Senator Root' has submitted a 
note embodying clauses of Canadian 
and Newfoundland laws to which the 
United States raises objections.

The proceedings are’expected to term­
inate on August 10, Senator Root 
will "deliver the closing address.
