wesl LAND HEGULATIONS,

The sole head ot a family, or any mniale
over eighteen years oid, may homestead
a quar.er section of avahabie Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. App:icant must appear in person
at the 'Domiwion Lands Agency or Sub-
Agency ior tae Diastrict. Ln.ay by proxy
may be made at any Dominion lands
Agency (out~not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ rcsidence upon and
culuvauon of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles 0. his homestead on a farm of
at least eighty acres, on certain coud-
uons. A ‘habitabie house is required, ex-
cept where residence is performed in tne
vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In
good standing may pre-empt a quarver-
section alcngside his homestead Price,
